These, he af-
firms, were caused chiefly by errors
in entitlement having been waived
by she pension commissioners.

“Cancelled and reduced pensions
amounted to $44,029. Over-payments
found in audit of pensions accounts
totalled $804,659 of which only $60,-
000 1is:recoverable. Under-payments

“ were $17593.

“The auditors found errors in
pensions along the following lines:

“Men pensioned because of dis-
abilities incurred in France , but
never outside Canada; officers pen-
sioned at rates applicable to higher
ranks; allowances paid to wives
until proof of death or divorce was
produced by suditors; pensions
awarded for disabilities incurred
during service while attestation
papens showed the disabilities were
recorded at time of enlistment;
pensions awarded for disabilities in-
curred while on harvest leave or
while the soldiers were deserters.”
