So the actual increases to the Mar-
itime Provinces, if the report of
the latest royal commission is ad-
opted, will nop really be as large as
they seem at first.

With the new addition, however,
Nova Scotia will be receilving a per
capita grant of $3.78 from the Dom-
inion, New Brunswick $3.88, and
Prince Edward Island $7.55.
