First inkling that a turn was
brewing came Friday when a smart
rally developed. Buying lacked
punch, though, and the market soon
went into reverse and closed lower,
Saturday’s advance was under the
leadership of railway and air line
stocks. Buying - spilled over into
other sections of the list but activ-
ity centred on those groups. Gains
ranged from fractions to an ex-
treme of about two points,
iVolume totalled 390,000 shares,
compared with 250,000 the previous
Saturday.

At Toronto

TORONTO, Feb, 27—(CP)—Pric-
es showed considerable recovery
strength in Saturday's trading on
the Toronto Stock MExchange,
though the majority of issues fin-
ished with slight losses,
Representative stocks making up
the exchange's index showed little
change on the day, industrials
down .16 at 167.54, golds up .09 at
92.47, base metals down .82 at 94.95
and western oils down .34 at 45.72.
