ON1TREAL, June 5 —The 68th
Genera’ Assembly of the Presby-
terian Church in Canada yesterday
heard a flat denial by a returned
missionary of charges that Chris-
tian. missionary activities in the
Far East have been proven worth-
less by the course which the war
has taken in that theatre. The de-
nial came in a brief address by Rev.
E. H. Johnson, formerly stationed
in Manchuria and now entrusted
with the promotion of missionary
ggubclatlon, which was a supplement
he annual report of the general
board of missions, y

Mr, Johnson told the assembled
Presbyterian ministers and laymen
that he had heard frequent allega-
tions that the money *“poured into
the Far East for missionary effort”
had been shown clearly as wasted
by the war in progress there. Such
assertions, he said, were ‘“ridicu-
lous,” and he urged the Assembly
to bear in mind the dangerous ef-
fect which such theories might have
on post-war missionary enterprises
if tney became thoroughly imbed-

d in the public mind,

“It is hardly necessary for me to
-- into detail on the fallacy of the
argument,” Mr, Johnson declared
“It should be enough for me to
point out that money has never
peen ‘poured’ into the East for mis-
sionary work. It has been furnish-
ed in very small amounts—amounts
which were inadequate for the pur-
pose. Compare the figure spent n
missionary activities with that used
in the diplomatic field. Trink of the
vast sums expended to provide em-
oassies, legations and consulates in
the cities of the East, Do not for-
get to take into account the money
used to build up defences, both on
land dnd sea, in this area.”

If the funds used for these lat-
ter purposes had been made avail-
~"le for missionary work and the
converting of the peoples of the
East to a true appreciation - of
Christianity and' the love of God,
results much more satisfactory to
the Christian work might have been
obtained, Mr, Johnson suggested.

Volume of Work Cut

In the report of the general hoard
of missions, home and foreign, A
M. Hill, chairman, said that the
volume of work had been reduced
as a result of the international situa-
tion but that, in some quarters, ex-
pansion had been possible. Noting
the number of ministers of the
Church leaving to accept posts as
.1aplains in the armed services, Mr.
Hill suggested -that a number of
these might have rendered better
service by remaining at their origin-
al posts. el

“Almost 60 pulpits have had to be
filled by other ministers,” he stat-
ed, “This in turn has meant vacan-
cies in other charges, and as a re-
sult, the augmented charge and the
aid-receiving mission field have in
some cases found it almost impos-
sible to secure ministers. Students
in training and in at least one case,
an ordained minister, have joined
the combatant forces. While one
cannot but pay tribute to the spirit
which has legd to such action, yet
as a result some mission fields have
bzen without supply. In a number
of cases re-adjustment of territory
has taken place and enlarging of
fields. But this has a time limit
especially now with the restrictions
which have been necessary in the
use of the motor car. This is but a
small fraction of the price which
must be paid for the preservation
of freedom for the worl%. and should
be accepted without the slightest
murmur,”

Referring to the overseas
Mr, Hill declared:s “Three ofngll;if
fields have been in Japanese or Ja-
panese-controlled territory. We are
very thankful that all our mission-
aries were evacuated from these
fields in good time. What is fhap-
pening to the Church and to the
Christians under the stress of war
we have no means of knowing.”

Bible Soclety Asks Aid

Rey, J. B. M. Armour, M. A., of
the British and Foreign Bible So-
ciety, asking for continued assist-
ance from the Presbyterian Church
In Canada, disclosed that the So-
clety’s agents in Hong Kong, Shang-
hal and Singapore are missing and
are “probably interned.”

Shortage of paper in Britain has
created new prob¥ms for the soci-
ety, he told the General Assembly,
and he suggested that a system of
rationing the Bible among the
United Nations may not be far dis-
tant. The Society has been allowed
37 per cent of its 1939 paper sup-'
ply by the British Government, he
disclosed. This figure was higher
than allowed any British publish-

-ing-house and was proof of the im-

portance attached to the work of
his organization in official circles
in Britain, He told of how the
Society's binderies, valued at many
thousands of dollars, were' destroy-
ed in a single night and how the
co-operation of the American Bible
3ociety made it possible to replace

made by the St, Joseph's Sodality
to be donated for refugee children
in Britain, This is on exhibit in the
corridor just outside the room cone
taining the children’s goods.

Grade two's contribution to the
interesting exhibition includes a
number of attractive handkerchiefs,
plain stitched and hemmed. Grade
three pupils have various designs of
work bags, woven caps, drawings
and they have teamed up with
grade four to show a number of
well-made hemmed handkerchiefs,
The latter grade also contributed
some fancy work aprons, seat work
books, and drawings,

The work of Grade 5 consists
mainly of embroidered and hem-
stitched pillow slips as well as a
number of fine drawings. Along
with Grade 4, they also presente
some knitted face cloths and pot-
holders for inspection. Grade six
pupils contribute an attractive as-
sortment of household science cost-
umes, patch work quilt, Kknitted
socks, gloves, case showing the dif-
ferent stitches, and scrap books.

Grades seven ‘and eight, showed
the benefit of their years of careful
training by exhibiting a variety of
fine exhibits, Dresses, featured for
the first time this year, were in-
cluded in this array. Blouses, slips
with crocheted edges, drawings, pa-
per vases, crocheted baskets, satin
cream puff cushions, bed jackets
and project maps were other articles
produced by these pupils. The

Assembly
Until 1944

MONTREAL, June 8—(CP) —A
proposal that the assembly should
not meet again until 1944 was
made in the Presbyterian Supreme
Court teday by Rev. J. A. Mn'clnms
of Orillia, Ont. He gave notice he
would submit a motion to this
effect at a later session.

(The General Assewbly normal-
ly meets once a year). i

Interviewed later Mr, MacInnis
said his motion will be made on
the grounds of econcmy, for each
annual meeting of the General As-
sembly, he said, which lasts a week
or more, costs the church any-
where from $12,000 to $26,000.

“In time of war this seems too
much to spend on a church court,
especially when we are going to
make a drive for $500,000 to put
the church on a sound financial
basis,” he added. He did not say
whether his proposal would be
only a wartime measure,

Rev. J. Lewis McLean of Vie-
toria, B, C., said “the church’s
great opportunity and her greatest
task today is youth—youth can be
moulded. If there is to be a Chris-
tian  civilization  tomorrow the
church has the supreme task of
leading and directing the youth
into Christianity.”

“There are many boys and girls
in this land of ours growing up
esentially pagan, not Christian,”
he declared. He told of a young
Canadian soldier who had never
been in a church, “We must know
these young people, something of
their problems and their way of
thimking.”
