Police Say Winter There Has

Bsen Mildest on Record

OrrAWA, April 9. —=Reports and diaries
up to as late a period as last January have
been recéived from the Mounted Police
detachment -at Fort McPherson on Peel
Itiver, near the mouth of the Mackenzie
River. The statement was made that
Indians arriving from the upper part of
Porcupine River reported a large quantity
of deer in that country. For the last few
years deer were very scarce there, but
this year immense herds have been cross-
ing vhe Porcupine and going in a south-
erly direction. Quite a few Pcel River
Indians were camiped close to Fort Me-
Pherson this winter. They were unable
togo to their usual hunting grounds as

considerable sickness existed amongthem,
There have been four deaths up to the
date of the report.. There wéré no white
mjssionaries, but two native clergymen
among them. Some Indians who went
from Fort McPherson to the Yukon have
returned stating that it: is very hard for
them to get a living around Dawson and
they intend to remain with the tribe.
