This applies -not only
to Louisiana but Michigan,
where instead of ship building the
workers are engaged in automobile
and of industries. The cut-down
in gasoline ration too has had its
effect, as a great many of the
trappers moved tc their rendezvous
in cars. The season has heen favor-
able for enuskrats as well as other
specles and it 1s expected that later

Some silver, white-face and plat-
inum foxes have been sold recently
by local pa:ties to local parties for
breeding purposes. The figures we
heard appear to be reasonable and
in accordance with the trend of
things. This in our humble opinion
is the right idea. If you have a
good fox that will benefit your
neighbor and you cannot use that
fox yourself, why not sell it to
friend neighbor, not exactly at a
pelt price but at a reasonable ad-
vance on same. By doing this you
will help build up the industry here
and in the whirligig of time you
may go back to your neighbor
again and buy from h'm. It is in
this co-operative way that the
breeders in many centres of Ontario
have forged ahead in fox farming
and In live stock (reeding. “Do
unto others as you would they
should do unto you,” was written
many centuries ago but is as rrue
tecday as when first spoken.
