Although 1t is now only eleven
years since the first Fox Show
was held, quite a number of
ranchers who have gone into
the industry since that time,
know nothing about it. For their
benefit we briefly mention it as
follows:

“Prior to 1919, a number of
ranchers in both Canada, and
the ' United States advocated
a Fox Show. It was.not, how-
ever, until the summer of 1919
that the old American Fox
Breeders -Association of Boston
became interested, and announ-
ced one to be held at Boston
that fall, It took place on De-

cember 10th and 11th, and was
probably as ‘well attended as
most fox shows since that Yime.
Fifty-three foxes were shown;
these were -divided into five
classes, and the judges were:
Mr. W. Chester. McLure, of
Charlottetown, P, E. 1., Mr. J.
S, Sterling, of Plattsburg, N. ¥,
and Mr. George Brackett of
Boston.
