: « Wine and Spirit Journal proceeds
with such calmness as it can command to
apalyzse the situation. “First and fore-
most it is clearly demonstrated that we
cannct record our vote,” it says. The
moderate drinker is reluctant to go te
the polls and vote for“the trade.” Again,
“in Lthe matter of organisa‘ion we ara ab-
splutely cut-classed by our opponents.
The best we can do is to pass around the
hat for the funds necessary t2 establish a
very meagre central organisation, and
which can accomplish little beyond dis-
tributing campaign liberature and arous-
ing those directly interested in the Jiquor
trade into personal -activity.,” Thisisa
very important admission. Only those
directly interestel in the trade and mak-
inga profit out of it can be roused into
activity to defend it. The platform,
which the p-litical organisations and the
promoters of moral and religions move-
ments find tc be &0 effective a ‘méans of
influencing the pablic miua, it seems can-.
not be made available for the liguor trade.
This, too, is a strange confession. ;
It was not thus th.h the prohibitmn-
ists, as the Wine ard Spirit Journal ad-
mite. Contrastiog the ﬂghtlng farces and
the organizations on the opposing sides,
the Jourral proceeds :

“Tarn from this to thé vast organiz-
ation at the service of the temperancve
party. Each church and religious society
in the Provicce is actively at their com-
mand, aad there is not a voter ia Oatario

sonal canvass and see that the vote, if fa-
vorable, is recorded. Thousands of clergy-
men, Sanday school superintencdects, and
others, form their active army ; and their
central organization licks neither funds
nor volunteers, Clearly ther, the battle
must bz an unequal one, and iy is proba-
bly a Bnowledge cf this f:ct that hss
always caused Governments to insist
upon a very larze majority before enact-
ing tempcrance legislation.”

*“ Each church and religious scciety,
thcusands of clergymepr, Sunday school
superintendents and others”—possibly
some hundreds of elders and deacons, also
in the active army for prohibition and
agairst the trade! How strange that it
should be so, and what wonder that Gov-
ernments should always insist that very
large majorities of  that sors of people
should be found necessary before enacting
t;emperance ‘legislation ! ~ Thick of a
clergymau s vote, or a Sabbath school su-
perintendent’s vote, or an elder’s or dea-
con’s vote being counted as of equal valae
with that of -a saloon-keeper! How im-
possible it would be for “‘the trade” to ob-
tain anything like fair pluy at a referen-
dum unpless the churches, religious: suci-
eties, the clergymen acd the Sunéay
schogl superintendents were in some waY
handicapped.

True, vhe prohibitionists were required
0 get 212,000 votes, and did get some
200,000 odd, almost twice as many as the
votes polled against them and still failed
to bring in prohibitior, Some persons
would think this was a pretty theavy
baundicap, but not so the Wine and Spirit
Journal. That able organ of the trace
finds-that the handie ap was altogether on
the other side. Like the Light Brigadeat
Balaclava the little band who battled for
r,he trade had churches, ‘clergymen, Snn-
day scheol superintendents, in front of
them, to right and left of t,hem, who vol-
leyed and thundersd against the saloon.
‘All the while the trade had no platform
§peakers to return the fire, it had a poor
organization, the men really in favor of
the trade would not go out co vote. Under
these t.rymg ciruums't‘mees the Journal
feels that the trade *‘made & serious mis-
take in attempting to measure strength
