MacLean mingled with
them, noted a baby in a perambu-
lator, started talking to it non-
chantly and when traffic was re-
sumed wheelcd the pram and the
baby across the bridge. In this
magner he was able to pass under
the nose of the Nazi guard.

The poople, he found, were ab-
solutely living for the day when
the Allles would land in Europe
again. They were in poor circum-
stances, with very little clothing,
very little food and practically no
fuel or soap. Holland, he said,
seemed to be swarming with lice.
