Surely,
here the retreat would cease, we
would find an, army prepared to make
a last stand for Islam.

‘‘We realized that our hopes were
vain, when three miles from Tchatal--
ia, we found a village in flags, and
the  soldiers looting = it for food.
Tchatalia was deserted. There was
no signs of an army, no signs of a
camp, no signs of a fortified position
and no supplies of food. ;
‘At Hademkeui, theré were one or
%wo forts with obselete guns, there
were 4,000 troops, a majority of
which .were wancering about the vil-
lage in & semi-starved condition al-
though only twenty miles from Con-
stantinople. &

“We met a lieutenant-general rid-
ing aimlessly about, followed by an
escort of four orderlies and preceded
by two aides. He told us that, he
had an  army of 150,000 men and
that 200,000 more were coming from
Constantinople.
