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Coal Storage

Some concern is felt regarding coal supply
for the ensuing winter, The Dominion Govern-
ment has recommended that householders and
consumer rally should lay in supplies early
to prevent railway congestion later, and has
suggested that the various banks will be pleased
to accommodate parties in financing the tran-
sactions, Dut this, of course, is subject to the
endorsation of the coal dealer, who naturally
does not choose to assume any more risk than
the bank. The consequence is that the small
houscholder who is able to provide and pay for
not more than a load at a time is likely to be
left in the lurch should anything happen the
Car Ferry,

In these circumstances, it would be well for
the Provincial Government to arrange for coal
storage on the Island for the benefit of both
citizens and farmers, for many farmers nowa-
days come to the City for supplies as they want
them.
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Sea Cadet Corps Growing

The war has served greatly to emphasize the
value of youth training, and this training is no-
where better exemplified than in the instruction
given in the Sea Cadet Corps throughout Can-
ada, The training is designed to qualify youths
for Canada’s growing Navy and Merchant Mar-
ine, and is governed by regulations prescribed
by the Department of National Defence, It is
estimated that there will be approximately 20,-
000 sea cadets in the Dominion before the
close of 1042, While boys between the ages of
12 to 18 years are eligible, those fifteen or over
are given' the preference when enrolling, A great
deal of interest has been taken in this move-
ment, even in such inland centres as Winnipeg,
which boasts of having the largest sea cadet or-
ganization in Canada. Ontario corps are also
very active, a magnificent new camp being re-
cently launched at Beausoleil Island in  the
National Park, at an impressive ceremony which
as attended by Navy Minister Macdonald and

Admiral Percy W. Nelles, Chief of the
Naval Staif,

In this Province, recruiting for the Charlotte-
town Seda Cadet Corps “Kent” started about a
month ago. Already sixty-five cadets are in
training under the command of Lieut. Tan A.
Burnett. The boys train two nights weekly in
Prince of Wales College hall, and show great
enthusiasm for their work. There is need, how-
ever for more accommodation and equipment,
When these are provided, the number of cadets
in training can be increased to 150.

There are many boys eagerly awaiting the
opportunity of preparing, in this manner, for
service to their country, and it should be a
matter of pride and satisfaction to our citizens
that this is so. Every encouragement should be
given them of perpetuating the fine sea-going
traditions of our Island Province, and of fol-
lowing in the footsteps of our gallant lads now
serving throughout the world, with the Navy
and Merchant Marine,

Defending Army’s Reputation

There will be an opportunity for the House of
Commons to discuss prohibition when the report
submitted by the War Expenditures sub-com-
mittee comes before it,

"The committee reported it inquired into the

consumption of alcoholic beverages by members
of the armed forces both from a dietary point of
view and because of public interest, The report
condemned “exaggerated, unjustified and. unfair
statements made by some in regard to this mat-
ter,
“It (the committee) is definitely of the opin-
ion that any intemperance is confined to a very
few, and that on the whole the conduct of our
military forces in this regard as in others, is a
eredit to Canada,” the report said.

“The committee is of the opinion that the
first principle to be recognized is that the mili-
tary camp should be so equipped and conducted
that all reasonable requirements can be satisfied
within the camp lines, It is apparent that the
alternative would be to encourage the members
of our armed forces to seck those things denied
to them in camp in other less suitable places
not under military discipline and control.

“The committee is of the opinion that the
prohibition of alcoholic beverages to the men of
our armed services is impractical and inadvis-
able.

“The committee is further of the opinion that
the keynote to a proper solution of any problen
in this connection is to be found in the words
‘temperance’ and ‘education.’”

The committee recommerded institution of “a
well-considered and sustained educational pro-
gram” in ea*" Iranch of the armed services.

T2 campaign should be handled by persons
carefully chosen so they would be instinctively
liked and respected. Tmphasis should he put on
the valiie of self-discipline, respect for the um-
form, increased mental and physical health re-
iing from temperance, greater opportunity for
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employment and advancement in the post-war
period, the handicaps of intemperance and the
example commissioned and non-commissioned
officers should give their men.

The committee recommended the exercise of
care in selecting men to have charge of wet can-
teens and was pleased to find that in some camps
the consumption of milk exceeds that of al-
coholic beverages.

Among the suggestions received by the com-
mittee which were passed on for further con-
sideration and possible action were : Control of the
consumption of beer and soft drinks immediate-
ly prior to meals, closing of all wet canteens un-
tl 6 p, m. daily, and application of hours apply-
ing to wet canteens for the men to canteens for
commissioned and non-commissioned officers,

Costly Gas Substitutes

Motorists faced with gasoline rationing would
be well advised not to try to get around the situ-
ation by resort to substitutes, as experience in
Australia shows, In that country, where ration-
ing has been strictly imposed for some time,
most bizarre mixtures are fed to automobiles.
These include eucalyptus oil, from the native
gum tree which is such a characteristic feature
of the Australian landscape; ether, kerosene and
methylated spirits, They are used in various
wierd combinations. One from which its inventor
says he gets good results consists of two gallons
of ordinary lamp kerosene, half a gallon of gaso-
line and about half a pint each of fly spray oil
and eucalyptus. Other motorists prefer a rival
combination which is a mixture of gasoline, to
which nine moth balls are added,

The users are proud of their resourcefulness,
which, they boast, has enabled them to coax more
miles from the gasoline allowance. Engineers
warn of a day of reckoning, however. James
Fielder, chief engineer of the National Road and
Motorists’ Association, reports that due to the
use of home-made fuel thousands of requests are
being received for advice on diluted oil, jammed
valves, worn engines, reluctant starters,. awful
fumes and excessive “pinging”  leading to
cylinder wear and loss of power. Mr. Ficlder
estimates that Australian automobile owners are
running up a repair bill of over five million dol-
lars.

Canada’s New Stamps

(Ralph Lewis in The Civil Service
Review)

Canada’s current ~ stamps date
from 1931-38 and, in suoject, reflect
the era of peace in which they were
produced. 'the portrait of His Maj-
esty on the I

gnettes on the higher values
depicted various historic and scenic
aspects of the Dominion,

‘There has been a growing feeling,
for some time past, as to the dis-
parity between the peace-time as-
pect of Canaca's stamps and the
dreadiul realities of the war-torn
world in which we now live, This
feeling has, no doubt, been stimu-
lated by the issue, in Australia and
South Africa, of series of stamps de-

tinitely arising out of these coun= th

tries’ participation in the struggle
for human freedom.

In these circumstances, there wu.
probably be a feeling of gratificaricn
extending far beyond merely phil-
atelic circles at the appearance of a
complete new issue or stamps
which the subjects retlect fully the
part Canada is playing in the war.

is customary, the lower de=
nominations—those most commonly
uscd—bear a portrait of the king.
Hitherto, one portrait has appear
uniformly on these stamps but in
view of the nature of the new is-
sue it was decided to record His
Majesty’s association with all bran-
ches of the fighting forces, and to
show him in uniform as supreme
commander of the Air Force, the
Army, and the Navy., The naval
portrait, appearing on the one-cent
and five-cent values, is a full-face,
the two-cent a three-quarter fac-
ing right in army uniform, while
the air force appears in a three-
quarter facing lett on the three-
cent value,

These low denominations rank
very high from the standpoint of
design. 'Che simple geometrical bor-
der tends to direct the eye to the
central feature—the portrait, and
the lettering and figures of denome
ination are well proportioned and
placed, To some, the figures may
seem unauly large. 'This, however,
is unavoidable. Certain features of
stamp designs intended for general
nostal use, notably colours and fig=
ures, are governed by regulations
of the lnternational Postal Union,
of which Canada is a member, and
designers theretore have not an en-
tirely free hand in such cases. The
white line separating the central
panel from the border in ese
stamps is a more valuable feature
than might appear at first sight.

The four and eight-cent values
introduce a new feature into Can-
adian philately—pictorials in the
small size of the low values. These
two stamps are admirable ex-
amples of pure functionalism in de-
sign, ''he vignette occupies the en=
uire area within the frame-line, a1
the necessary leoering is placed
directly on the picture. Ornament
is conspicuous by its absence, and
the result, in each case, is a simple,
but effective presentation, enhanced
by the colours chosen—gray in the
case of the four-cent, and a warm
sepia for the eight. The subjec.s,
of course, stress the value of Can-
ada as a food .res‘erv‘olr.

The six, thirteen, twenty, fifty
and one dollar values have uniform
frame designs, featuring the maple
leaf, While the treatment is gener-
ally p.easing, the question arises
whether a naturalistic presentation
