Churchill,
Testify

NUERNBERG, Feb. 24 — (AP)
—Two of Hitlers cronles asked
Saturday that Winston Churchill
and Edouard Daladier be sum-
moned to testify that Nazi leaders
had tried to prevent war, and
quoted Mr.'Churchill as having de-
clared that “Brgland would des-
trov Germany if she should become
too strong.”

Through counsel, Hermann Goer-
ng and Joachmm von Ribbentrop
vequested the International Mili»
tary Tribunai to bring 54 persons
including the former British and
French prime minister, to Nuern-
berg as defence witnesses in the
war crimes trial of 22 ranking
Nazis. »

Goering’s “counsel is expected to
open the first case for the defence
within 10 days. 5

Ribbentrop’s request sald he had
talked with Mr. Churchill at an
unspecified time in the 1930’s
‘“about the necessity of the crea-
tion of friendly relations between
Germany and England.”

He said he told Mr. Churchill
that “a strong Germany, which
was now about to become n real-
ity, represented the stronges: sup-
port for England’s Empire.”

“At that time,” Ribbentrops re-
quest continued, “Churchill re-
B“ to these statements that
ngland was intelligent and ex-
perienced enough to get other pow-
ers on England’s side if Germany
should become too strong, On this
ocassion, Churchill stated tarnis-
takably that England would des-
troy Germany if she should become
too strong.”

Dr. Otto Stahmer, counsel for
Goering, said the defence would
attempt to prove that Goering had
tried until the last minute to avert
war with Britain in 1939,

The third floor is used as a
storeroom, but it was not learned
immediately what goods was stor-
ed_there, .

Firemen fought the blaze in a
snow storm. At no time did
flames break out to any extent but.
smoke poured from the upper
floors and tons of water from. four
lines_of hose cascaded down into
the Eastern Trust and the Vogue.

Firemen said they would l2ave a
guard on duty for the remainder
of the night in case _fire still
smouldered in the wooden walls
and floors.

Amount of the damage was not
announced but it was apparent
that it would be heavy.

Other offices on the second floor,
in addition to Morrell and Com-
pany, accountants, included K.M.
Martin and Charles R. McQuaid,
both barristers, and J. A. Wenster
and Company, insurance.
