The Nazi press poured forth to

he German public over the week-
end its praise of Hitler for his
Deichstag speech and gave assur-
aces of the world's approval,

All was praise for the Chancellor.
His address justifying the violent
deaths of 77 persons in the “Roehm
revolt” was lauded to the skies.

The identity of the dead, how-
ever, unrevealed by Hitler, remain-
ed unpublished by the press, and
a government spokesman said the
cfficial list will never see the light
of day.

Speclal correspondents of Ger-
man papers in New York, Londom,
Parls, Warsaw, Rome and other

world cities notified their newspa-

pers in long dispatches that all the
world is at least impressed and in
most cases approves of the Chan-
cellor's words.

The entire German press called
Hitler “one of the greatest figures
of all times.”

“The nation thanks the Fuehrer
for his stupendous speech,” said
the Nazi party official news service.
“Gratitude and fidelity are the
German people's reply.” 0

One or another of the papers in-
timated that in France there was
some disappointment that Hitler
had not spoken on German for-
eign policy, and that he had an-
nounced the return of the S.A.
(storm troops) after the July leave,
but these criticisms were not allow-
ed to darken an otherwise bright
picture,

So far as official Germany s
concerned, the revolt of June 30 is
a closed chapter,

The session of the Relchstag be-
fore which Hitler spoke constituted
the last major political event be-
fore the summer holidays. Most of
the higher government officials,
Cspecially those with families, left
today, or are about to leave, and
all the schools are closed for the
nonth,

Hitler himself remains in Berlin,
At least until Monday, when he is
1o receive the Protestant Reichs-
bishop Ludwig Mueller who will

bresent a report on his efforts to
unite the German church.,
