Cheese Prices

The following brief from the
cheese producers was submitted
by Mr, W.R. Shaw, secretary of the
P, E. 1. Federation of Agriculture
Agricul-
ture:

“During the seasons of 1943 and

draw- 1944 the cheese producers of this

proviaice recetved an average of
$213 cwt, for milk including all
subsidies, In 1045 they reccived
an average, including all suosidies,
of $191 cwt, The reduction was
due tp the fact that a two cent
per 1b, mark-up to wholesalers in
lieu of the Dominion subsidy was
not allowed in 1945 as it was in
1943 and 1844. No price changes
were made for 1946 except an &l-
lewance of 1-16th cent 1lb. was
made for coloring used in cheese,
plus 10 cents cwt. additional sub-
sidy on milk. It was foreseen by
the managers of the factories
when the season opened last
spring, that if the cheese was scld
at the wholesale price the wvrice
of milk would be as low, if not
lower, in 1846 than it was in 1945.
This, notwithstanding an in~reas-
ed milk subsidy of 10c .wt. a
greatly reduced volume of milk
this year means a higher percent-
age of overhead. Cheese boxes are
higher due to the withdrawal of
the government subsidy, fuel and
handling costs are also somewhat
higher, .

“Patrons were not satisfied with
returns for 1945 and with a higher
ceiling allowed for butterfat sup-
plled to the creameries and the
prospect of no better returns for
cheese, were Indifferent ahout
supplying milk to the cheese fac-
tories. However, in the hope of
recefving higher returns from re-
tail outlets the great majority of
patrons remained loyal to their
local cheese factory. Realizing
that the existence of cheese fac-
tories was at stake an effort was
made to sell cheese through retail
channels that allowed a 2 1-2c 1b.
markup which would mean about
23c cwt. extra for milk. A large
percentage of our make up to the
middle of August was sold In this
way.

“This practice, apparently,

order No. A-2078 was Issued, effec-
thve August 29. This order provides
that all cheese must be priced and
sold according to grade and no
person may sell cheddar cheese
as ungraded cheese. The term
wholesale buyer as it appeared in
previous order No, A-1591 has been
reclassified to say that the whole-
sale buyer is a person who buys
300 1bs, or more of cheese in any
one week or one purchase,

“The effect of this order means
that they must sell all cheese on
hand and in storage, together
with our make for the balance of
this season at the wholesale ceil-
ing. It will make impossible the
supplying of country stores with
their winter requirements at the
wholesale mark-up. It has been
the custom of factories for many
vears to supply this trade.

“The net result of this order will
be a lower price for milk thaa

would otherwise obtain. We =ub-
mit:
“That the price of milk for

cheese should be higher in 1046
than it was in 1943 and 1944 and
very much’ higher than it was in
1945.”

A fourth resolution was adopted,
urging that the meeting join with
the provinces of Saskatchewan and
Alberta in asking the Dominion
Government to have a fact-finding
commission cn farm prices set up
at the earliest possible dats.

Many of
them have dcne so and are going
ahead enthusiastically.  English
brides are making a success of
farm life too; but we hope to
see many more veterans take
advantage of farm settlement op-
portunities.”

The next problem. he said, was
that of transportation. In this
connection he stressed the exe
orbitant truck rates om the Bor-
den-Tormentine ferry. He ex-
pressed hope that the Federation
would support the Island’s griev-
ance in this matter.

He emphasized the importance
of continuing the policy of free
frelght on western feeds, under
which Island production in togs,
dairy and beef products has ma-
terlally increased.

Mr. Mackenzie

Speaking for Nova Scotia, Hon.
A. W. Mackenzie, N. 8. Minister
of Agriculture, reported thelr
farmers had increased production
tremendously during the war,
particularly in dairying, hogs and
poultry which had made tre-
mendous gains. Fruit production
was also high and potatoes had
been increased.

Egg production had jumped to
ebout eleven million dozen from
four millio. Hog production had
jumped to 18,000 from 4,000,
instenced. The pressure of need-
ed food production for war pur-
noses had been a determining
factor but another big factor was
the fact that for the first time
the farmer had some assurance
that he would get for his pro-
ducts the cost cf production plus
something for his labor.

Now, already, fiere is in evi-
dence a feeling of uncertainty to-
ward the future, with people be-
ginning to wonder if they are jus-
tified in maintaining their pro-
cuction levels. They are wonder-
ing if it will be a paying pro-
position. With labor and ma-
terial costing so much and being
so hard to obtain, the farmers
are facing a real problem in view
of the uncertain price future.

But the problems of future pro-
duction and prices can only

Mr. Mackenzie who pointed out
how production and world needs
are closely interrelated.

“One great difficulty experi-
enced is getting the information
we receive about  production

to the man on the farm,” he
noted. The farm labor problem
was great but he could not fore-
see the solution. *
He also strongly advocated the
need of retaining the free freiift
policy.

“Agriculture,” he maintains, “is
the main industry of the Proviace
and yet, out of an expenditure of
well over three millions of dollars
last year, only a paltry seventy
thousand was devoted to agricul-
tural purposes, and one half of
that amount was spent in salaries!

buying because of prices. Soms
