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“The Strongest Memory is Weaker Than
the Weakest Ink.”

Four In A Row
The handwriting on the wall is becoming
more and more distinet for the Mackenzie King
Government, the loss of all four federal seats

in Monday's Dby-clections being unmistakeable
evidence that it has lost the confidence of the
country.  The Progressive Conservatives, ad-
hering to the policy of not contesting Govern-

ment-held seats in wartime, took no part in any
of the contests. All four ridings—two in Que-
bee, one i Saskptchewan and one in Manitota
—-were scats with long Liberal traditions.

One effect of these by-zlections may be to
discourage  provincial  Liberal  governments
from ¢ snap clections this year in the hope
of ¢ on lack of public interest in mat-

ters othor than the war effort, and also on the
treimendous pressure wielded by patronage dis-
peusers at Ottawa.,  Never before has a Do-

minion Government had so many plums to dis-
pense in the way of jobs and contracts. This
did not prevent a complete Liberal debacle in
Monday's by-clections or in the provincial gen-
eral election in Ontario last week. Such plain
prool of public dissatisfaction with the King ad-
ministration is too obvious to be ignored. On-
tario, Quchec and the Prairie Provinces have
been heard from. Is there any reason to be-
lieve that the same answer will not be returned
from the Maritimes and British Columbia at
the first opportunitv? Federal and provincial
Liberal politicians must be pondering this ques-
tion gloomily., The chances, anywhere, look
about as rosy as they did for Mussolini after
the Allies landed in Sicily.

No Constitutional Problem

The situation created by the failure of any
party to secure a clear majority in the new On-
tario Provincial Legislature, says the Globe and
Mail, does not afford any scope for contro-
versies or even dissertations by constitutional
pundits, because the position is clear and simple.
The voters have pronounced condemnation upon
the Administration of Mr, Nixon by a majority
of more than two to one, and he has no alter-
native than to submit his resignation at an eatly
date. It is within his right to suggest to the
Tieutenant-Governor the name of a successor
for the Premiership, but he need not do so un-
less he chooses, and the representative of the
Crown is not bound to accept his nominee,

The theory held in some quarters that the
Crown has now hecome a mere figurehead and
automaton, stripped of all hut decorative func-
tions. has no support from constitutional experts
of real authority, It remains an important part
of the constitutional structure of British coun-
tries. It has very useful duties to perform in
safeguarding the rights of both Parliament and
the people from unwarranted usurpations of
power by Prime Ministers and Cabinets, and it
can, pace the Winnipeg Free Press, exercise
within certain well-defined limits its discretion
about the sclection of a Prime Minister or the
granting of a dissolution. There have been in-
stances in Britain when the Crown appointed a
new Prime Minister without seeking any advice
and chose somebody else than the person who
would have been recommended if advice had
been sought.  When Mr, Gladstone retired in
1894 he wanted, as his correspondence later re-
vealed, to be succeeded by Lord Spencer, but
Queen Victoria did not consult him, and chose
Tord Rosehery. Thirty years later, when Mr.
Bonar Law retired owing to ill health, George V,
after careful deliberation, passed over Lord
Curzon. who both by reason of his abilities and

experience and his seniority in the Conserva-
tive hierachy seemed Mr. Law’s natural succes-
sor. in favor of Mr. Baldwin. There was a good
motive for his action, namely a conviction that,
since the Labor Partv, which had become the of-

ficial Opposition, had very scanty representation

in the House of Lords, a peer could not be a
satisfactory Premier, and a commoner must be
chosen.

The  Licutenant-Governor  will  therefore
choos> Ontario’s new Premier, and if he asks
Mr. Nixon’s advice it can be taken for granted
that the Iatter will suggest the name of Mr.
Drew. as the leader of the strongest party. Once
named Premier, Mr. Drew will have to construct
a Ministry capable of carrying on the govern-
ment of the orovince, It need not necessarily

command a clear majority in the Legislature.
Governménts formed by minority parties are by
no means uncommon.  From 1921 to 1925 Mr.
King governed at Ottawa without a definite ma-
jority; Ramsay Macdonald held office in
Britain with two Ministries which lacked ma-
jorities, and Mr. Bracken carried on for a time
in Manitoba with only minority support.

Toscanini Wept

music of the third act of “Rigoletto” with a fire
which few of his lucky listeners will ever for-
get. Maybe he had a happy prescience of the
demand which has come so quickly for his re-
turn to La Scala. He has been exiled from all
Italy since he would not play the Fascists’
“Giovinezza.”

The U.S. has been Toscanini’s home, at any
rate his headquarters, since he was 31, and he is
70 now. But Toscanini is still an Italian citizen
of Parma, just below the Po, where the Nazis
may try a last stand. He studied the cello early,

From Sicily he went to Italy and
staged a triumphal march on Nap-
les, which Mussolini vainly tried to
imitate with his so-called “March
on Rcme” in 1922, When Victor
Emmanuel II entered Neapolitan
territory, Garibaldi hailed him as
king of a United Italy, On two cc-
casions re attempted unsuccessfully
to take Rome' from the Pope and
fought in the war with Austria in
1803, His last military adventure
was in the service of the French
in 1870 after the overthrow of
Napoleon III,

Garibaldi’s dash, hercism and
idealism earned him great popu-
larity in England where he was a
visitor in 1864, being grected with
widespread enthusiasm. He apprec-
