Do
you recommend putting in a new
magneto op merely putting in new
magnets?

Answer: If the winding is in good
condition, there ig no occgsion for
a new magneto and in fact we
should not advise replacing the
magnets until recharging the pre-
sent magnets has been tried and
found of no avail, We belieye tha/
you can have these magnets re-
charged, while in position, by any
capable eiectrica) service man that
has a suitable supply of direct cur
rent. Af.least it' is worth trying
before going to needless expense.

Anything that you can
do to warm the engine, especially
the carburetor before cranking will
make starting easier. Boring out
your cylinders. will have no effect
upon ease of starting and is only
desirable in case they have worn

A. T. M. writes: Every time that
1 start my car it makes an awful

noise through the exhaust and I
have been told that it is not timed
right. Please tell me how to tiuie
the magneto correctly.

Answer: ' Wea presume thai the
noise to which you refer is caused
by explosions of unburned gas in
the muffler, which enter the mul.
fler whenever a cylinder fails to
fire, If the spark is timed sonte-
what too late, this might aggravale
these muffle, explosions, but if
there were anything seriously
wrong with the spark timing we
should expect it to effect the runn-
ing of the engine in service and not
merely at starting. With the spark
lever in its retarded position, the
platinum points of the magneto in
the breaker-box on the end of the
shaft, should be just beginning to
seperate when (he piston of the
cylinder to be fireq is just at the
top of its stroke. <If these are muf-
fler explosions, which you'describe
their frequency cin be removed by
keeping your . dpark-plugs clean,
and your ignition system in good
order and by using no richer mix-
ture than necessary at starting.
