When the judges are not satisfied
with the efforts- of a particular
driver and substitute another, the
horse then driven by the person
they selected cannot be distanced
except for a foul.

In a three heat plan race the flag
is automatically waived in the
third heat for all starters, providing
one horse has won the two pro-
ceding heats.

Therz is considerable difference
between the words “suspension”
is unconditionally excluded from
the use of a .race track during &
race meeting and if under “expul-
sion” he.is also excluded from the
use of a race course at any time,
providing such race course is a
member of the National Trotting
Association.

A driver shall not drive a horse
in a race without personal Know-|
ledge as to the elizibility of the
horse to compete in said contest.
Such a violation is subject to the
penalty if any that follows the
horse, except when the driver is
substituted or appointed by the
judges.

Judges have the power to select
drivers and substitute them for oth-
ers and no driver so selected can
decline or refuse without good and
sufficient reasons.
