mal. He said the Scots had found
there was a big wastage in replace-
ments, and he advised the breeders
to make thelr cattle wear through
until they are 13 or 14 years of age.
Asked by Col. Andrew as to
what he would do to obtain such
animals, Mr. Ness explained that
he had built up a herd of these
animals over a period of years
through breeding. He also said that
feeding had some effect armd that
plenty of exercise was required to
develop a better leg on the animal.

Judge Missing
For 19 Years,
Left No Trace

NEW YORK, Aug. 1T — (CP)—
Joseph Force Crater is 60 years
old — if he is still alive.

Whether he i3, no one knows.
Nineteen years ago the former
New York Supreme Court justice
waved goodnight to his dinner
companions, hopped into a ta.xlt
and "disappeared.
At first it was suspected he had
met with foul play. Later investe
igation produced hints of possible
stock-market speculation and
graft.

‘The bureau of missing persons
says the case is still open. A crack
detective is still on the job seaych-
ing for clues to the judge's mys-
terious disappearance.

When he vanished, Judge Cra-
ter was six feet tall, weighing 185
pounds, had blue eyes and sparse,
grey-sprinkled hair. His smashed
right index finger was noticeable.
There have been numerous re-
ports of Judge Crater being
found — both dead and alive. He
has been variously identified as a
California gold prospector, a Ta-
hit{ beachcomber, an amnesia vic-
tim in Missour], a headless skel-
eton in Vermont and a body in
many places. Each report has been
closely checked, all over the Un-
ited States, In Canada, South
America and Europe, but each has
been proved false.

The day he disappeared, Aug. 6,
1930, the judge had withdrawn
$5,100 from two banks, destroyed
some papers and gathered other
documents together. He purchased
two tickets to a musical show he
had already wseen, then went to
dinner with a lawyer and an act-
ress.

After dinner he left in the taxi
and was never seen again,

During  ensuing years many
theories were advanced. Some per-
sons believed he had committed
suicide. Others thought he was a
victim of amnesia.

Some, including his wife, sug-
gested that the judge, an active
participant in politics, had been

kidnapped and murdered by polit-
fcal opponents. There , was also
the possibility of damaging spec-
ulation on the stock market, which
crashed the year before.

ST. JOHN'S, Nfld, Aug. 17 —
(CP) — Artist Harold Goodridge
has put on canvas his impressions
of four countries — India, Africa,
Britain and Canada.

Goodridge, one-time tutor of In-
dian princes, is Newfoundland's
premier painter. The 48-year-old
Newfoundland native likes noth-
ing better than to paint the
scenes of his homeland.

“In his studios one can revel in
the pure portrayal of a New-
foundland winter scene and then
become drowsy gazing at a sultry

Indian lagoon.
There are pictures of bare-
chested, broad-shouldered New-

foundland fishermen splitting fish
and of slim-limbed Indian wom-
en in the market place.

Most African scenes were diffic-
ult to paint because the ‘“vistas
are so wide,” said Goodridge. His
paintings of these shimmer in
soft lines until they fade into a
hazy mystery.

England in Africa

But one spot in Kenya struck
him as being so “typically Eng-
lish — like a jug of ale” that he
sat right down to make a -docu-
mentary painting of the winding
lane, hedges and green trees.
Goodridge studied in England —
“that's why.I have an English
voice” — for 10 years, then went
to India where, besides teaching
young nobles he was official art-
ist with the Indian army.
Although he has captured the

Kashmir, the artist says his tal.
ent could find no better place for
expression than Newfoundland.
“Every month there s such
color — and such rich color. There

are fog-shrouded mountains, the
vicious Atlantic pounding our
shores — a host of things — and

all so stark and clear.”
By contrast, England was “pet-
ite and orderly.”
