Encouraging progress is report-
od by the Department of Agri-
culture in seeking to encourage
the improvement of ‘cattle popu-
lation by artificial breeding from
class sires, Last year a
small station wes started at the
Government owned Falconwood
Farm. Although it had been
feared by some that such a ven-
ture might fail due to scarcity of
Veterinary field men and high
class = laboratory facllities, the
venture proved a success.

June was the first month that
Mr. Unsworth Gurney, the op~
erator, very enthusiastically went
about this work and from then on
to the end of the year, during
his spare time, extracted, stored
and carried semen to over 100!
cows in 1100 mlles of country. Asl
many as six cows were bred in a !
day and the furtherest away cow
bred was 25 miles, Percentage
of cattle gettled by one of the
two bulls used was over 90% on
the first insemination. The other
bull has been in use for only a
short time and results are in- |
complete at this time. However
the overall picture as compared
to natural bhreeding is reported
to be most favorable.
