What Was Done at Yesterday's Three
Sessions.

The first session of the Provincial
Sunday School Convention was held in
the Baptist church yesterday morning.

43- Charlottetown, 50 members. Sev-
eral took part in conference, after which
Rev. Lucas gave some valuable in-
formation.

A resolution calliog upon the district
convention to take more active part in
this department, was moved by Rev W.
J. Kirby and seconded by the secretary
and carried.

The report on Normal Class Work
was given by the superintendent of that
department, Rev. J. Goldsmith. One
class with twenty members has been
formed and worked very successfully.
It was shown that N. B. Association
has 1000 students, and last year 130
took the examination.

Several took part in the discussion
and the Rev. Mr. Lucas again gave the
convention some very practical ideas,
afcer which he'gave a normal lesson,
using the blackboard for the purpose,
as he said ¢‘because the nerve that leads
from the eye to the brain is 80 times
greater then that of the ear.”

EVENING SESSION.

The opening of the evening session
led by the President, Rev. John Gold-
smith, at 7.45> was preceeded by a half
hour devotional service led by Rev.

He spoke
of the origin of the S. School by Robert
Raikes; of the responsibility resting
upon the teachers, of the great work
to be done in lifting up, buiding up
and strengthening in the vineyards of
the Lord.

The reply to the words: of welcome
was made by Mr. Montgomery. The
great object of tue S. School is first to
lead the children to Christ and then to
lead them to study God’s word. Em-
phasis was laid upon the fact that there
is a great tendency to neglect the study
of the Holy Scriptures, and also upoan
the same in regard to the desecration
of G~d’s, holy day. He thanked the

welcowe uuu i citizens for their kind
hospitality.

Rev. Mr. Finlayson also responded
heartily to the words of welcome after
which was sung the well-known hyma,

Rev. John Goldsmith then addressed
the meeting on the World’s S. S, Con-
vention-held in London, England, last
summer. He spoke of the sad mem-
morial service at the beginning of the
convention for those who perished in
the depths of the Atlantic. 2,300 dele-
guates who were present represented 23
millions of teachers and 25 millions
of scholars. A shortand very interesting
synopsis of the reports and addresses
given by the delegates of the different
countries of the world. Especial notice
was given to the report of Rev. Aquilla
Lueas, who represented the Dominion
of Canada. After singing again, Rev.

Mr. Lucas was called upon
w ho addressed the convention on
the Spiritual Side of S. S. Work.

He also spoke of the wider
view of Suuday schoel wok through
the country districts and provincial so-
cieties ; how these meeting increase the
spiritual power among the individual
churches and schools. In closing Mr.
Lucas referred to the Normal Class
work as a wost efficient and important
departnient in Sunday school work.
After singing and the taking of the
collection, Rev. Mr. Freeman of Fred-
ericton, N. B., addressed the meeting.
He spoke very ferveutly of the relation
existing between himself and his own
school. God bas not given me, he
said, grace and patiénce to get along
with all the cranks I meet nor even the
desire to, but unless I get along with
the children I am no good, and when I
get along with themn 1 can get along
with the parents and the cranks can get
along with me whether I get along with
them or not. Mr. Freeman emphasized
the necessity of more Bible study, for
Bible study is the great essential to Sun-
day school work.
