These
Canadian dulry products, going al-
most entirely to the United King-
dom, have to mest there the competi-
tion of New Zealand, Penmark, Hel-
land, and Russia, This competition ig
the cause of the decline noted above,
and it is felt' in the Province of
Prince Fdward Island, as well as in
fevery other Provinca. Thoughi the up-
|ward moveinent on this island over
the low figures of 1908 continue this
year, the production still falls below
that of ten years. ago. As indicated
by the returns available for the first,
nine months of the present vear, the
production  of cheese  in 1910 will
reach in  this  Province 3,750,000
Pounds and of butter, 625,000 pounds,
The cheese made here is Cheddar, 90
per cent of which is ghinped to the
United Kingdom.
