MARTIAL LAW
DECLARED
IN MADRID

Rioting Was Directed
Chiefly Against Re-
ligious Institutions—
Former Spanish Dic-
tator Arrested.

(Copyright, 1931, by United Press)
MADRID, May 1'--The Republican
Government, - born amid riotous
scenes just a month ago, resorted,to
martial law tonight to end disorders
arising from clashes between Repub-
licans and Monarchists. The rioting
was directed chiefly against religious
institutions, due to recent Republi-
can charges that the church indirect-
ly was aiding the Monarchist party
which is sfeking’restoration of the
Throne. Religious bulldings were at-
tacked and burned. Troops were sta-
tioned throughout ~ the capital and
were ordered not to tolerate contin-
uation of the disorders.
Twenty-six persons were arrested.
including the former Dictator, Gen.
Damaso Berenguer, who faces “grave
charges.” Arms and amunition said
to -have been hidden by Monarchists
were seized. The stock exchange was
closed in all cities.
The rioting, which began last night
and extended to Barcelona and Cor-
dova, resulted in the firing there of
seven religious buildings, most of
which were destroyed or severely dam
aged. The mobs attacked eleven other
church buildings, but were repulsed
by troops and police, Three persons
were killed and about a dozen others
injured, and several of them seriously
One priest was beaten by rioters. The
mob ' shouted threats against Mon-
archists, called on the Government
to inflict the death penalty on Ber-
engher; cheered the Republic and
quickly attacked persons who raised
their voices in sypport of the exiled
King Alfonso XIII,
“I have been informed of the origin
of the disturbances in Madrid,” the
Minister of Interior, Miguel Mamra,
announced. . “The plot is perfecfly
clear, All details coincide to indicate
a marked Monarchica] and Commun-
istic tendency in plotting. “The di-
rectors of the railways even told em-
ployees to strike., Some of the em-
ployees obeyed, went to. Socialist
headquarters and learmed that no
strike had been ordered. “On the con-
trary the Socialists ordered .them to
avoid any incidents or stoppage - of
work. “This movement is the result
of the suicidal attitude of the Con-
servative captialist class.” Maura said
X order isted 'throughout
Spain, although  “exalted elements"
had attempted in vain to stir up
trouble and -provoke strikes in some
villages.
Meanwhile . the Government ar-
rested Galo Ponte, who was Minister
of Justice under the Dictatorship of

ders were also issued for arrest of
the officers elected yesterday by the
Mvnarchical circle, an organization
made up of variots Monarchistic
groups.
Two tanks and platoons of infan-
try relivel cavalry tonight in guard-
ing the scéne of rioting. President
Alcala Zamora sald that “everybody
is sorry for what happened today.”
“But the Government cannot be blam
ed, since we did our best to stop the
disorders,” he said. “The fault lies
with the Monarchists and the ®x-
tremigts and is a result of the Mon-
archist gathering yesterday.”

At Cordova, religious buildings were
attacked when news of the Madrid
rioting was received . there. /Crowds
stoned several newspaper offices, the
Bishop's Palace, a Seminaty, a Jesuit
residence and a Convent. At Barcel
ona a group of men fired shots at
Mbntjuich Castle and sentries re-
turned the fire. Civil guards dispersed
the attackers.

Madrid police were unable to halt
the rioting this morning when a taxi-
cab strike, joined by other transpor-
tation worliers, inaygurated a Repub-
lican pi".. against Monsrchist ac-
tivities. Although troops were sum-
moned to aid the police, there was
no energetic effort to restrain the
crowd, The rioters themselves were
not in a violent moed. The good-nat-
ured temperament of the Spanish
people was never more in evidence.
There was merely a determination to
“get rid of the Jesuits and Carmel-
ites”—other convents were not at-
tacked—and the city was tranquil
except in the centres of disturbance.
In the Plaza De Spana, near the Roy-
al Palace, where a Carmelite Con-
vént was bumned, a gardener went a-
round reminding persons not to
trample on the grass and they polite-
ly pted his request. On the bench-

Firemen
merely prevented the spread of the
blaze. A clvil guard was wounded by
a shot fired from the church, when
it was attacked and the crowd shout-
ed: “The Jesuits are trying to kill
us” Cavalry and troops patrolled the
scenes of the flres, but firemen were
able ito do little because of the de-
termination of the crowds to permit
the bulldings to burn. Thousands . of
persons gathered around each burn-
ing bullding, shouting: “Down with
the Jesults” and scrawling such slo-
gans as: ‘“Justice of the people’—
these are condemned for being rob-
bers”, on the walls nearby. The fire-
men, who were warned by the.crowd
to remain away from the - burning
bulldings, fraternized with the riot-
ers, Residents of the destroyed build-
ings were permitted to find refuge in
the homes of friends, but furniture,
clothes and other objects from the
buildings were thrown in the streets
and destroyed.

One Jesuit Father was injured
when attacked by a'crowd in front
of the Royal stables, where -he at-
tracted attention by shouting: “Long
live the King”, The mob attempted
to/lynch him, but was dispersed by
troops who rescued the Priest. The
Government ' suspended the Jesuit
ewspaper, El Debate. The Provision-
al Cabinet was In session practically
all day and late into the night.
During the day there were various
indications of hostility on the part

cheered the appearance of
troops and cavalry squads. Wide re-
sentment against Berenguer was ex-
pressed, many shouts of “we want
the head of’ Berenguer” being raised.
The, Cabinet ordered dismissal of all
members of the Supreme Council of
War and Navy, The Council of Min-
isters also announced its detérmin-
ation to halt the rioting and prom-
ised:\'Justice for all” The crowd was
sympathetic towards the Government
at all times, even raistng shouts of
‘“viva la Republica’” when the declar-
ation of martial law was read in the
Puerto Del Sol. Airplanes flew over
the Capital, dropping manifestoes in
which the Government and the La-
‘bor Union urged the people -to return
to work and obey orders. There were
small groups of Extremists clrculst~
ing through the streets at
times, forcing small shops to close
and otherwise agitating vielence.
They intimidated  persons on the
streets and obliged most of the city’s
taxicabs and street cars to stop run-
ning. f
