Getting back to the racing, the
first event called was the three-
year-old futurity. After a few
scores the well-behaved youngsters
were on their way. Weatherman,
thought to be a sure winner by
some,  was going strong until
rounding the second turn when he
made a bad break and others
tangled with him. Out in the clear
was Marguerite Rose with Trixy
Budlong right there and Eva
worthy and Alta K. back several
lengths, Weatherman and Mar-
jorie Budlong trailing. They hit
the stretch in that order and
came through like veterans, The
finish between Trixy and Mar.
guerite Rose was very close; with
Alta K, and Eva Worthy another
pair, All the colts beat 230 by a
good margin, Time 2.26.

In the second heat, there was a
real battle for first, the last 100
yards between Trixy Budlong,
ariven by Earle Semple and Eva
Worthy, driven by Earle's father,
T. Semple. A short head only sep-
arated the two horses while Alta
K. and Marjorie Budlong had an-
other good scrap for the next two
pcsitions, Time 227 1-4,

In the third heat, Marguerite
Rose turned the tables on Trixy
Budlong and beat him all the way
staving off a very hard stretch
drive, Eva Worthy was third and
Marjorie Budlong a good fourth,
Trixy Budlong fifth, Alta K. sixth
and Weatherman seventh, Time
2.23 1-2, a record for Marguerite
Rose and the fastest of the race.

2.22 Pace, First Division

Seven pacers took the word
after a lot of scoring mostly caus-
ed by Wait N'See that had diffi.
culty hitting his stride. When they
got away he was back so far that
none expected he had a “ghost of
a chance” of winning. When theay
1ounded into the back stretch he
was on the outside in fifth horse
lace. He held that for awhile
hen gradually moved up on the
leaders, Silent Mac, Jack Clyde,
Grace Abbe and Miss Admiral
Mac. The eyes of everyone were
on him as he seemed to eat up
space a little at a time to et
nearer the front, When they hit

the final few stride he headed
Jack Clyde in an extremely close
finish.

tion McKillop heading Hal Boo-
jum, Lucky Guy, Scotty Watson,
Kelly's Nightmore, Model T. and
Shirley I. finishing in the order
named, Lusty's First unfortunately
pulled a shoe causing him to make
a very bad break and put him out
of it.

Huge Crop Increase
In United States

WASHINGTON, Aug. 11 — (CP)

— Describing growing conditions as
the best on reco:d for this time of
year, the United States Agriculture
Department reported today that the
total volume of all crops this year
was expected to be about 21 per
cent above the average output of
the decade prior to adoption of
federal crop control programs.
The department emphasized that a
record production was needed to
supply war requirements of this
country and its Allies.

The favorable outlook ig due
primarily, the department said fn
its monthly crop report, to pros-
pects that crop yields per acre will
be about 28 per cent above the
average of the pre-drought 1922-
32 period and six per cent above
that of any past year,

Fruit, Vegetable
Prices Increase Due
To Labor Shortage

OTTAWA, Aug. 11 — (CP) —
Shortage of farm labor is respon-
sible for the increased prices being'
charged for fruit and vegetables,
Wartime Prices and Trade Board
officials said today.

Except for potatoes and onlons
the price ceiling does not apply to
fruits and vegetables which, is
estimated, are up about 20 per
cent above last year’s prices. A
~reater increase 1is reported in
prices of imported fruits and veg-
etables.

With most of the produce past
the seasonal price peaks, no ex-
tension of the price ceiling to
other comodities is anticipated
though board officials are silent
on this point.

HOT WEATHER TESTS SKILL
OF VICTORY GARDENERS

Hot weather calls for special
treatment in the Victory Garden.
It is then that the skill of the gar-
dener counts. So long as the rains
are plentiful and nights cool, but
not too cool, flowers and vegetables
will go ahead with very little as-
sistance, but in hot weather
troubles multiply.

Growth slows up and Insect at-
tacks grow worse. Even if rains
centinue hot weather is always dry,
because heat evaporates an
enormous amount of water. Culti-
vation beccmes vital, not only to
cut down the weeds w are com-
peting with the crops for subter.
ranean water and food, but to cre-
ate a dust mulch, which will pre-
vent evaporation from the suriece
of soil conserve it for the
plants,

It is now that the application of
plant food becomes important for
stimulating the growth of plants
which otherwise would be inclined
to sulk. Insect attacks should be
dealt with upon their first appear-
ance, since the warm weather not
only increases the number of th

e
insects but diminishes the resist-
ance of the plants.

Where a garden can be irrigated
the complaint is often heard that
water does not seemn to do much
ood, and the reason usually given

that the water is cold. But if
the water is applled in a spray
which is broken up into fine par-
ticles it is warmed by the air suf.
ficiently to overcome the objection.
It is probable that the reason for
disappointment in irrigation, as a
rule, is not cold water but Insuf-
ficlent water.

The extent of evaporation during
hot weather calls for an extraordi-
nary amount of water to balance
the supply available for the plants,

Cultivating With Wheel Hoe
The amount possible to apply by
the ordinary garden hose is insuf-
ficlent and is made less effective
when sprayed through the alr, It
is advisable, then, that even with
cold water, If the amount that can
be used is limited, it be allowed
to run in shallow trenches or
plied directly to the soil

than sprayed.

Instead of trying to water the
entire garden on the same day, or
evening, concentrate on one por-
tion, and give it a thorough soak.
ing, at least a foot down, Next day,
try another part. Such soaking
should last a week, and the water
will not be cold very long,
