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A Lesson Worth Learning

The letter by Mr. A. F. Paterson, of Saint
John, in today’s Public Forum on how and why
we became Canadians is well worth reading and
studying. It contains a great deal of Confed-
eration history which unfortunately is not to be
found in our school textbooks, though this
history is essential to the claims which we have
made from time to time, and are still making,
upon the Dominion Government.

Mr. Paterson brings clearly into focus one
of the most important principles of our consti-
tution, namely that we arz a Confederation of
Provinces, not directly’ of peoples. This makes
the Provinces the units for the mutual welfare cf

béen released by the Post-War Reconstruction
Committee of the Government of Manitoba.

The 150-page printed book outlines a long-
range program of forest development for the
prairie and aspan grove areas of Manitoba. It
was prepared by a Committee which included
Professor J. H. Ellis, Soils Department, Uni-
versity of Manitoba, who .acted as chairman;
C. B. Gill, Chief, Forest Management, Depart-
ment of Minas and Naturcl Resources; and Pro-
fessor F. W. Brodrick, who served as secretary.

KEEPING LIVESTOCK FIT

Sir— There are so many things
about farm work, and particularly
about the ba and livestock at this
time of the Year, calling for at-
tention, that it is difficult for the
farmer to keep up-to-date with
even thinking about what is ripe
for immediate attemtion, let alone
actually attending to each chore.

Livestock that have been confined
to enclosed quarters for the past
three months or more,— some of
which may not have been housed
under very comflortable ocrcum-
Stances,— are almost sure to show,
the effect of their disadvantages
in one ‘form or another, This can
be verified in too many instances
from their physical condition, but,
in other cases, the defect may not
become apparent until it is too late,
—perhaps not until an increase of
its kind occurs, if the animalg are
being used for re-production pur-

ernment to force the Maritime
Provinces' into a union based on
the Quebec scheme, which the
British Government refused to
do and repded, in effect, that
they would not ask the British
Parliament to sanction a union
unless the Provinces arranged
an agreement of union.
Negotiations were resumed and
in 1866 sixteen delegates were
appointed with authority to! ar=
range a union, five of whom rep-
resented Nova Scotla, five repre-
sented New Brunswick, three rep-
resented Lower Oanada and three
represented Upper Canada, with
the understanding that Upper
and Lower Canada would act as

separate Provinces.

In December; 1866, before of-
ficlally approaching the British
Government, those delegates held
a conference at an hotel in Lon-
don and drafted an agreement’of
Unfon, which a judicial commit-
tee of the Privy Council declar-

Pennsylvania Railroad, “declaring that it is
keeping fully obreost of every modern develop-
ment in all forms of motive power,” has an-
nounced that it is embarking on a thirty mil-
lion dollar programme to replace its through-
service fleet of coal-burning steam-powered
angines with diesels. It expects to place diesels
in large-scale operation this year on its freight
and passenger runs from Harrisburgh, Pa., to
Chicago and St. Louis. With the new engines
plus new coaches and sleepers, Pennsylvania
railway officials predict that operating time
should be “reduced markedly.”

There is no reason why the same result
should not be obtained here, though more im-
portant will be the fact that the general effici-
ency of the line will be improved,, and the
ferrying of cool across the Strait for railway
consumption greatly reduced. This is all un-
official, of courge; but it is something that is
bound to come, and all the signs point to it
coming speedily.

Addressing a Joronto University audience
recently External Affairs Minister St. Laurent

state of our relations, | say it merely because
even the simplest relations betwzen human be-
ings require constructive action of both parties.
The relationship between a great and powerful
aation and its smoller neighbor is, at best, far
from simgle. It calls for constant and imagin-
ative attention.”

Commending this statement, the Ottawa
Jourral says there are people who, judging by
their talk, would have it that Canadians and
Americans have been a sort of anaemic lot who
never had any differences and who are too good

produce through a co-operative organization.
Unanimous decision to take up the association’s
option and purchase Geldart’s Dairies, Saint
John, was made at a meeting in Sussex of mem-
bers of the Association of Milk producers ana
suppliers for the Saint John area. The purchase
price was announced at $55,000, following the
securing of an option on the Geldart plant. Mem-
bers of the association went on strike Dec. 10
after the New Brunswick Dairy Products Com-
mission had refused to order an inctease from
$3.40 to $3.75 per hundredweight of 3.8 milk,
began shipping milk to Geldart's Dairies Sat-
urday. Members of the association now are be-
ing canvassed for the purchose of shares, which
are set at $50.

The British Foreign Office has issued a
code' of conduct for the guidance of officials
serving abroad. A stern warning is given against
recourse to the Divorce Courts in domestic en-
tanglements, and solemn warning given as to
other behaviour in foreign countries. “While
there are certain courses of conduct repre-
hensive whatever the rank of the member,” it
recited solemnly, “in other cases conduct may
be reprehensible if the member holds a high
post, but less serious when the member is of
junior status.” The code suggests that mar-
rioge to o non-Briton “may well diminish an
officer's utility as a British representative
dbroad and may even result in there being no
post in the foreign service to which he can
properly be appointed.” The code bars for-
eign service representaives from running for
Parliament at home or taking outside jobs,
warns that negligence with official documents
is @ "grave disciplinary offence” and tells wo-
men diplomats they'd have to resign if they
got married. The pay of these officials runs
from 275 pounds to 3,500 pounds ($1,100 to $14,-
000) o year.

HOW AND WHY CANADIANS
ARE CANADIANS
Sir,—No doybt in no English
speaking part bf the British Em-
pire do the people know so little
about the (fistorical background
of their native land as the peo-
ple of the ritime Provinces.
Also it is a trdgic fact that the
true history of the origin and de-
fined governmental nature and
objectives of the Dominion of
Canada has never been publisti-
ed under one cover and is not
taught in the schools of any
Province, not even in law schools.
The first mention of the word
Canada appears in Curtier's ac-
count gof his visit to the 8St.
Lawrence River in 1535, but his-
torians are not in agreement re-
garding its meaning. However it
was subsequantly adopted as the
rame of the territory which . is
chiefly in the St. Lawrence water-
shed and thus tie inhabitants of
that section became Canadians,
That section was finally ceded to
Britain in' 1783, fifty years after
Nova Scotla, Newfoundland and
