3-4 teaspoon soda
1 teaspoon bakiny powder
1 1-2 cups flour.
Method:, Beat the egg, add the
ugar, salt, melted butter and pine
apple juice, Cook over hot watel
until /it is slightly = thickened, Add
the chopped dates and nuts. Cool
Sift the cinnamon, nutieg, soda
baking powder and flour. Add thex
to the first mixture and beat hard
for about 1 minute. Pour into a
well greased mould, _filling about
2-3 full, cover closely and steam for
about 2 hours.
Serve with any pudding swce.
