Dairy Council’s Recommendations

The dairy industry of Canada, as repre-
sented by the National Dairy Council policy, has
gone on’record as urging the retention of .the
present tariff and present currency dumping
duties on butter, as well as adherence to the
BenNETT Government bonus idea for exports
and the necessity of a marketing act for control
within the industry. Resolutions to this effect
were unanimously passed at the convention in
Winnipeg recently.

Members of the Council, as provided in the
constitution and bylaws are half producers and
half factory operators. The constitution, as
amended at the Winnipeg meeting, provides for
a membership of 54 divided on the 50-50 basis.
Membership includes representatives of national
dairy cattle breed associations, milk producers”
associations, provincial dairy, associations, milk
distributors, factory operators and dairy manu-
facturers. Its purpose is to serve the industry
as a whole; its object to speak for the industry
as a unit.

What the Dairy Council has now asked for
is legislation similar in effect to the Natural
Products Marketing Act, if that Act is declared
ultra vires, in order that the regulating of the
marketing and handling of exportable surpluses
of dairy products might be carried out and that
the present duties and the present currency
dumping duty be retained in order to maintain
the volume of dairy production. It has planned
in the interval a voluntary export scheme arrang-
ed by those in the industry whereby the surplus
butter might be removed from the Car.mdlz_m
market during the flush period of production in
1936 in order, as it was stated, that fair cream
prices for Canadian dairy farmers might be
maintained. The latter plan is the hope of the
Council for this year only in view of the fact
that assistance which might be received under
the Marketing Act is doubtful with the decision
as to its constitutionality still in the hands of
the Supreme Court. :

The Dairy Council recommendations are
displeasing to the Winnipeg Pree Press (Lib-
eral) which says shortly that the policy sug-
ested “is certainly not one that Canada can
afford.” It is to be hoped that the Kinc Govern-
ment will see the matter in a different light.
What Canada cannot afford is to allow the dairy
industry to be ruined, as it threatens to be if
assistance is not continued.

MEN' AILMENTS NOW BEING
CURED AND PREVENTED

A few years ago the statement
was made that at the present rate
of increase in mental ailments, an-
other fifty years would find one-
half of the world in mental hospi-
tals with the other half taking care
of them.

This was a gloomy picture but it
was justified by the records which
showed that there were more pat-
ients in mental hospitals than in all
other hospitals combined.

To-day the picture is not so
gloomy, +despite the fact that the
number of mental cases seems to be
increasing. There are many reasons
why we should feel hopeful about
the picture. \

In the first place there is no dis-
grace now for you or any in your
household to be suffering with a
mental ailment. At the first sign of
“oddness” in  behavior the family
doctor is consulted and if he thinks
more advice is needed the patient
is sent to the mental clinic just as
he would be sent to the surgical or
turberculosis clinic.

Perhaps during the first examin-
ation by the family doctor, the con-
dition of the teeth or tonsils was
suspicious and the removal of ton-
sils or infected teeth cleared up the
oddness in behavior.

In other cases a little stay in the
mental hospital enabled the physic-
ians to learn what was on the pat-
ient's mind and a few sympathetic
understanding, and firm talks
straightened out the “tangled skein”
and the patients were able to re-
turn home.

In other cases due to illness, to
anxiety or worry the patients were
“lcoking inwards” on themselves,
the whole day being spent in think-
ing about their troubles. By getting
these patients to work a half a day
or more every day, they were taken
out of themselves, did some con-
structive work, and with less time to
think about themselves, gradually
surmounted their difficulties.

One of the distressing and em-
barrassing forms of mental ail+
ments is that which attacks middle-
aged women during their “change
of life” and brings great grief and
sorrow into many homes,

To-day it has been found that the
family doctor is able to help many
of these women over this anxious
time and do away with the need for
care in a mental institution by the
use of gland extracts, which supply
a little of the necessary gland sub-
stances and prevent shock.

Thus with the above common
sense methods of preventing and
curing ailments, with the natural
discoveries of the future, there
should be no need to worry about
an increase in the number of cases
with mental ailments.

We submit that it may be possible
to enforce Prohibition in the cir-
cumscribed area o a village, but
we still maintain that it is infeas-
ible to do so in a more extended
territory. His discovery does not
militate in a microscopic degree
against Mr. Rogers’ assertion. It is
merely the exception that confirms
the rule. I am sure “Bert” would
find that locality an ideal place to
demonstrate some of his rigorous
soclal-reform schemes. I wonder
how his naively optimistic friend
would react to the reading of the
Temperance Federation brief. If
there were any exaggerations in
Mr. Rogers' letter, they were cu'led
from that document and from Mr.
Watterworth’s blood-curdling de-
scription of present day conditions.
All who know Mr, Rogers’ person=
ally will concur in the opinion that
he is not given to -acting on un-
warranted assumptions, to making
gratuitous assertions, or to readily
abandening an attitude assumed
from personal conviction. He knows
whereof he speaks and quite
capable of substantiating his asser-
tions bofore “Bert Wainer” or any
of his friends. The al'egzed conver-
sation between Mr. Rogers and
“Bert's” friend Is so unlikely as to
be childish and to stultify the one
who wrote it for the press.
Mr. “Wainer” emphatisally de-
nies that Prohibition was wrested
from the Constitution of the U.S.A.
becauss it was a failure. Perhaps
he helieves we are simpls enough to
think it was rejected because it was
a success, Mr, Francls G. Peabody
will tell us why it was repealed:
“What is the fundamental defect.”
