French Bankers
Willing To Lend

TOKYO, June 6. (AP.)—Frencl
bankers are willing to lend several
million francs to the newly con-
stituted Manchurian state of Man.
choukuo, it was learned today.

Alfred Massenet, director of the
Franco-Asiatic bank, is here as a
representative of a group of French
financial houses that would parti-
cipate in the loan.

The prerequisite to the transac-
tion, M. Massenet sald, would ™
recognition by Soviet Russia and
Manchoukuo of a certain portion of
the claims of French investors who
through the Czarist Government
and the Russo-Asiatic bank sup-
plied the funds used to build the
Chinese Eastern Railway. But he
was willing to settle on a realistic
business basis,

The new loan would be earmark-
ed for renewing tracks and rolling
stock of the Chinese Eastern, which
has been jointly owned by Ching
and Russia. Manchoukuo now
claims the Chinese share.

M. Massenet, grand-nephew of
the French composer, has beer
here s'nce last month. After con-
ferring ‘with the members of the
League of Nations Manchurian in-
vestigating commission when they
arrive here in a few weeks, he will
go to Changchun and Harbin to
negotiate with railway officials.

Manchoukuo offers a good market
for French investments, M. Massen-
et said, but there is no d'sposition
to make political loans.

Chosen By Lot
To Kill Premier

ROME, June 6—Angelo Sbardel-
lotto, who was arrested Saturday
on a charge of plotting to assassin-
ate Premier Mussolini, told police
today he was chosen by lot to do
away with the Premier.

His attempt, he said, was a con-
tinuation of the “mission” of
Michele Schirru, who was executed
in May, 1931, for plotting against
the Premier’s life.

The sameg roup of conspirators
who™ sent Schirru, a naturalized
American, to Italy, selected him by
lot at a meeting in Brussels, Sbar-
dellotto declared.

He had intended, he told the po-
lice, to fling a bomb at the Prem-
ier Saturday during ceremonies
honoring Garibaldi, Italy's liberat-
or, but was frustrated by mis-
chance.

The Premier was marching in a
procession behind the bier of Anita
Garibaldi, wife of the liberator.
