The Algerians having given. way,
the full force of the Geyman on-
slaught fell upon the’ .Canadian
front line, which was held by:the |
6th, the 8th, the 15th, and’the 13th
Battalions (from right to -left in
the order named.) As the left flank,
held by the 13th, was in great dan-
ger of being turned, the ‘Tth Bat-
talion was extended on the defen-

sive line southward near to St.

Julien, while the remainder of the
Canadian Division was rushed up
to reinforce the hard pressed units
already engaged. {

Grimly the struggle went on, at-
tack and counter-attack following
in rapid succession. Many were the

. deeds of valour performed that day,

but time and space does not permit
to describe them in detail. Let me
mention three, as showing the

| metal of which Canada’s sons prov-

ed themselves to be. In brief: the
heroic death of Lt. Col. Birchall
at the head of his Battalion, the
4th Canadians; the winning of the
victoria Cross by Lance Corporal
Fisher of the 13th Battalion (who
unfortunately did not survive to re-
ceive his reward); and the win-
ning of another V. C. by Capt.
Scrimger, C. A. M. C. (This latter
exploit I described to you, Com-
rades, in my “talk” of last year)
At times the Canadian :line was
worn so thin that the fight be-|
came little more than desperate
struggles of devoted parties of men,
fighting from shell hole to shell
hole and behind hastily improvised
defenses. But the Canadian - line
never once broke!

Finally, on April 24th, following
another heavy gas attack (one of
many) orders were given for the
Canadians to retire to the G. H. Q.
line in front of Wieltje, which was
done. . .

Unconquered

So, for three days and nights,
amid scenes of red slaughter and
unmitigated = Hell, with machine
gun and bayonet, with rifle bullet
and clubbed rifle—aye, even with
bare hands—and with no protec-
tion whatsoever against the mur-
derous gas, the sons of Canada held
Germany, and Germany sullenly
dug herself in on the new trench
line. And on Sunday afternoon,
April 25th, the sorely battered and
decimated but unconquered Canad-
ifans were relieved, having saved
the day! Well did the Briitsh Com-
mander-in-chief, Sir John French,
express himself in his telegram of
