LONDON, July 22.—Thanks to the
smartness of a Canadian soldier, a
German spy has been discovered and
sentenced by a British magistrate to
six months’ hard labour. Carl Amun-
dus, a native of Hamburg, was charg-
ed with failing to register himself as
an alien and with attempting to elicit
information regarding the movements
of troopships. He left Hamburg last
year and went to Boston. After some
months he shipped as a trimmer on a
steamer bound for Gothenburg. The
vessel was stopped by a British cruis-
er as a carrier of contraband and
brought to Avonmouth. Amundus
obtained a military pass to Bristol
docks, made out ~ in the name of
Charles Stephens, and the prosecution
contended that he would be able to
despatch, by the ships, messages
which would be free from censorship.
Lance-Corporal J. Stanley, a Cana-
dian, told the Court that he met
Amundus at Bristol, and that after
some. conversation Amundus said: “I
am sorry to see you in that uniform.

Stanley encouraged him to talk
and Amundus added that he was born
in Hamburg, that he was a German
officer, that he had sent two messages
containing information to Germany by

front were not only infamous but
stamped with disloyalty, The charge
was untrue in every particular. (Ap-
plause.) It had as much justification
as the malignant attack on the man-
agement of the Summer School, The
special committee in charge of the
oats had done their duty to the full
and there was not one particle of
ground for the slander about negli-
gence on their part. When the war
broke out, it would be remembered;
and other provinces came forward
with offers of assistance to the Mother
Country, there was a general desire
on the part of the people here to give
similar assistance. The Government
Issued invitations to. all those who
were willing to assist in such a
scheme, and a large meeting was held
in the Assembly Chamber to devise
ways and means. A large general
committee was appointed without re-
gard to political opinions and with
no other qualifications than general
fitness for the work they had to do.
This committee subsequently met and
appointed sub-committees to do the
work, including one for taking charge
of the grain and attending to its de-
spatch. This sub-committee was also
appointed without regard to politics
and solely on account of its fitness,
and they did their duty to the full.
Let them thoroughly understand -that;
and carry to their homes the assur-
ance that the charges made in a sec-
tion of the press were not only false
but unpatriotic and made with the ob-
Ject of deceiving and misleading the
loyal people who gave of their gener-
osity for the benefit of the oversea
forces. In this hour of deep trial
when the British Empire and all that
that means to civilization and human-
ity was being tried as it was never
tried before, when every thought and
consideration should be bent and ex-
erted to save the Empire and all that
they held dear, that was the time
chosen by a certain ill-disposed sec-
tion of the press to spread distrust
and dissatisfaction in the minds and
hearts of loyal and true-hearted sub-
Jects of the King. If ever there was
a time when the voice of envy, malice
and all uncharitableness should be
silent it was now when so much hung
in the balance. It was no slight bur-
den to carry the responsibility of gov-
ernment in this province; it was a
much heavier burden to carry on the
government of the Dominion of Can-
ada, and it behooved all good citiz-
ens to help and not to hinder those
who shouldered the responsibility.
(Applause). If they wished to do
their cause an injury; if they wished
to help the cause of their enemies; if
they wished to encourage Germany,
no better way could be imagined than
by attempting to shake the faith of
our people in tHose entrusted with
the management of their affairs.
There was no better means of doing
this than by wantonly and persistent-.
ly attacking those who were trying to
do their duty to the limit of their
powers. Every school teacher and
every inspector, every man and wo-
man who had, assisted in anyway in
making the Field Service Fund the
success it undoubtedly was must feel
the attack made upon them as the es-
sence of meanness, as the outcome of
spite, as the result of a lack of patriot-
ism which was deplorable, if not cri-
minal, in this hour of their Empire's
peril. (Loud applause),

TEACHERS REMAINING HOME.

Proceeding to give much helpful
advice and encouragement to the
teachers in the work of their choice,
the Premier next dealt with the hope-
ful outlook of education in the pro-
vince. There could be no greater sat-
isfaction he said than that the tide
of emigration had ceased ang that the
work in the schools was more satis-
factory than for many a long year
past. The growth in attendance had
increased by 1,010, and he hoped by
their efforts before very long to look
back upon the highest mark of the
past as the gauge by which to note
the increase. The teachers attending
the School had gained the highest cre.
dit for their excellent attendance, for
their keen attention and their unusual
capacity in taking part in the course.
As long as the present Government
had anything to do with the manage-
ment of the affairs of the province,
they would never forget the impor-
tance of the teachers’ work, nor how
necessary it was that proper provi-
sion should be made for them. (Ap-
plause). In the past they had done
what was possible; in the future they
would hope, with greater possibilities
still, and always and at all times, to
keep in mind, the vast importance of
their services to the country, and how
much was required of them. He
could say they would be able to meet
the great requirements of their high
responsibility. (Applause). He hoped
when they returned to their schools it
would be with new vigor, and new
health and that they would strive to
make the work of the coming year
exceed in value and efficiency and in
satisfaction all that had been done in
the past.

OTTAWA, July 23.—There will be
published in the Canada Gazette to-
morrow a new order in council estab-
lishing censorship in Canada. Large
powers are taken by the regulations.
One clause provides for the appoint-
ment of a censor to censor the pro-
duct of any publisher or printing firm
and that after such appointment it is
to issue no literature uncensored, The
printing of any news concerning war
movements or operations, or criticis-
Ing or commenting upon the policy,
proceedings or action of the Govern-
ment of any neutral state, if such
would interfere with the success of
the Allied forces, or prejudice Allied
relations will be deemed a contraven-
tion of the censorship order, Prosecu-
tion is to be taken by the Attorney-
General

Imprisonment not exceeling two
years and a fine not exceeding $5,000
is provided, for convictions of indict-
ment and imprisonment not exceeding
six month and a maximum fine of
$2,000 is provided for summary con-
viction. The  Secretary of State,
under whom the censorship is admin-
istered, may also close up any offend-
ing establishment.
