MADRID, Oct. 9—Spain’s
six-day red revolt was a dan.

andro Lerroux remained in
power at the opening of the
Cortes,

Former Premier Manuel
Azana, one of those sought
at Barcelona following the
smashing of a separatist re-
volt Sunday, was arrested
tonight. He was found hid-
ing in Barcelona at the home
of a Dr. Gubernes, and had
taken refuge on a balcony
while police were searching
the house.

With him was arrested a Syn-
dicalist leader, Senor Pestena,
friend of the imprisoned Catalon-
fan president, Luis Companys.

Tenaciously the Soclalist and
Communist rebels held on in
northern Spain, rallying their
forces at Oviedo, Asturias province,
and barricading themselves against
attack in the city’s labor district,

Await Reinforcements

The army was awaiting rein-
forcements before attacking, A col-
umn of troops under General
Eduardo Lopez Ochoa was moving
into the mining district where re-
bels held other strongholds.
Octoa’s forces were reported to
have encountered centres where
rebels had slaughtered entire gar-
risons of civil guards, including
their wives and familles, More
than 400 guards were said to have
been killed.

The national death toll was im-
possible to count. It was estimated
at from 500 to 1,000, with thous-
ands of others wounded and im-
prisoned.

WRITES FRIEND
OF EXPERIENCE
INWOODS

In a letter to a friend in Sum-
merside, Austin MacInnis eighteen
year old son of Serg. Willlam Mac-
Innis of Charlottetown tells of his
terrible experience while wander-
ing about in the woods for four
days without food.

Although bewildered and ex-
hausted from want of food and ex-
posure when he came out of the
woods, MacInnis is now quite well
again and back at work.

The following are extracts from
his letter to his Summerside
friend.

“I got out of the woods Tuesday
morning at 830 and was sure glad
to be back to camp again with the
boys. Over 200 men were looking for
me since Friday night but they
couldn’t find me, ¥ was up about
fifty miles from them. They were
firing rifles, building fires and us-
ing search lights. The R. C. M. P.
had the aeroplane up but I didn't
see it or they couldn't see me.

“I went in alone and thats just
the way I came out.

“I had nothing to eat for four
days and nights but little moose
berries. I nearly froze to death the
last night I was there. It rained all
night Saturday and Sunday night.
I didn't lay down anytime, I was
too scared to. The boss said he nev-
er expected to see me alive again
but I'm still going strong. I had
only three matches when I got lost.
8ome people said they saw me and
hollered at me but it wasn’t me
they saw at all. They said I ran
away as if I were crazy. The people
in Juniper got an awful surprise
when they saw me coming down
the road with my axe on my
shoulder. I was in the woods 94

Wild Scene

In the wild scene General Joseph
Georges of the French superior war
council was shot in the abdomen.
