NEW YORK, Oct. 19—A news ag-
ency despatch from Norfolk, Va., to-
day says:—

“A German submarine, probably the
U-53 has been sunk off Nantucket, ac-
ccrding to a signal from a  British
cruiser to -the Britich steamer North
Pacific taking on bunker coal here
today. . ‘

“The North Pacific on Monday night
from New Orleans did not report un-
til early today that the cruiser had
signalled .

The message read: ‘“German sub-
marine sunk east of Nantucket.”

Officers of the North Pacific said
the cruiser was lying off this coast.

A London cable a few days ago said
a sudden reduction in insurance rates
on trans-Atlantic shipping by Lloyd’s
had aroused speculation as to whe-
ther the U-53 has been sunk, captur-
ed or had returned to a German port,
it being beliveed that the reduction
was 'ordered because .loyds has re-
ceived “inside information.

ATHENS, Oct. 18.—A French ma-
rine patrol last evening arrested, st
the point. of the bayonet; seven
youths who were hooting the enten-
fo powers, A huge crowd gathered
fer the. purpose of rescuing them.

ed and dispersed the crowd. Greek
ratrols were immediately placed in
various districts to control any at
at anti-entente manifestations.
The French admiral in command in-
formed the premier that he would
call at the ministry in the morning,
although it is thought possible that
as a result of the British minister's
audience with King 'Constantine thel
French troops nmiay be withdrawn on
a pledge that the Greeks maintain
order. .

It is known that the king has giv-
en command that,  anti-entente de-
monstrations must cease, as-the very
existence of Greece is at stake. It
is difficult to say, however, whether
in the present state of public. opin-
ion over the presence of marines
of the foreign powers at Athens and
Piracus, even the king's orders wili
be obeyed by the excited populace.

PARIS, October 18 —Every act of

Vice-Admfiral Du Fournet, comman-
der of the allied fleet in Greek wa-
ters, respecting control of the Greek
administration has been by direction
of the allied governments, it is ex-
plained here, with the sole object of
safeguarding the communications of
the entente armies on the Macedonian
front.
JAccording to the view = expressea
here the safely of the entente armies,
now fully occupied in the campaign
against the Bulgarians, has been im-
perilied by what are regarded as the
pro-German leaning of the king, the
cabinet and the commanders of the
army and navy.
