‘“percentage” favors an attempt to
drop the queen rather than to
finesse for that card, declarer led
low to the spade king and back
to the ace, East of course showed
‘out, and signalled with the nine
of hearts. Declarer then took the
club finesse. East won the trick and
returned a diamond. Declarer was
able to control this lead, all right
but when he tried for discards on
the long club suit, he did not get
very far. He got rid of only one
heart before West ruffed in with
the high tump and quickly shifted
to hearts—and there went the con-
tract.

Rule or no'rule, South should
finesse against West in the trump
sult as a safety emeasure, to guard
against his winning thé lead for a
heart shift that may be fatal, It
is not important if East has the
spade queen and wins a trick with
it; but every consideration of logic
dictates that whatever measures
can be taken to keep West off
lead, should be taken.,
