British Market

OTTAWA, Aug, 31—The increas-
ing popularity of Canadian apples
on the British market is indicated
by British trade returns  which
show that in the firet
of this year, British
fresh apples from Canada amout-
ed to 1230366 owts, an increase
of 444 percent over the corres-
ponding pertod of last year and
nearly four times greater than in
the same period of 1932, the trade
and commerce department states.
