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The World

Post - War

Professor Julian Huxley, famous British
pcientist, has been telling Montreal what like
the post-war world will be.  He predicted three
vital changes. First, social transformation. The
victorious Democracies would have the burden of
raising the backward people to their standard of
civilization. Second, there would be political and
military security, each nation being guaranteed
freedom from invasion. Third, there would be
economic security, every nation being entitled to
the raw material necessary for its industrial de-
velopment. As for the individual citizen, he would
have to learn compulsorily that he has a duty to
the State as well as the reverse.

Dr, Huxley thought it possible that compul-
sory service would remain in force after the war.
With it, he saw same Germanic type of labor ser-
vice. It was unfortunately probable that both
would be of an “unimaginative” type he declared.
“We are approaching something ‘which is neither
socialistic nor capitalistic. We are approaching this
type of state very rapidly. It is my personal opin-
fon that we shall live in a peculiar type of state
which is neither capitalistic nor socialist but
which will combine the best features of both. It
8 an interesting field for discussion, and it is a
very definite problem.” Not very explicit, of
eourse, but we are permitted to deduce there will
be no more multi-millionares, or ahsolutely
down-and-outs.

The war of 1914, which continu-
ed for less than five years, was &
comparatively short war. The New
York Times magazne poinied out
recently that all wars in the past
lasted many years. For example,
the Trojan war lasted nine years
the Peloponnesian 27 years, the
First Punic war 23, the Second
Punic war 17 years. The so-called
Hundred Years' War lasted 114
years, and the War of the Roscs
was another 30 years’ war. Sme
wars were carried on for centuiis
with but short lapses. Thus the
Saracenic wars went cn  for 858
years, frcm 634 to 1492 A.D. The
Wwars of the Cru:aders lasted 175
years; the war between Spzin and
the Netherlands contiqucd from
1568 to 1648. Probably the shortest
wars wepe the Seven Weeks' war
between Austria and Prussia in
1866, and the Spanish-American
war which was under four monihs.
Modern wars are fought on a faster,
more furious and larger scale, and
with more skilful, death-cealing
weapons. In one month of war (o=
day more people and territiry are
covered than were covered .n years
of ancent wars. — Toronto Daily
Star.

THE FERTILIZER GRANT

Sir—In today’s issue of your pa-
per 1 notice a resolution passed by
the Charlottetown Board of Trade
asking that the potato crop be add-
ed to the number already listed as
eligible for fertilizer bonus. is
rather a pity that the Board of
Trade should act so hastily in mat~
ters of this kind. I may say that
when the bonus was first talked of
last autumn, the P. E. 1 Federation
of Agriculture was consulted regards
ing the nature of the bonus, and
due to a limited amount of bonus
and the urgent need for the promo-
tion of other branches of farming
directly connected with our war ef-
fort, we decided, after careful con-
sideration, that it would be
to exempt potatoes from the list.
Notwithstanding this decision, every
one of the executive of the Feder-
ation would like o have had a ho-
nus on fertilizer for potatoes, but it
was pointed out at that time that
we all should be mare interested
other branches of production at
present than an increase in potato
acreage. Not only will this resolution
seem somewhat out of order -when
it reaches the government authori-
ties, but the argument used in the
resolution is not correct, but rather
misleading, when it states that the
crop of potatoes is used by the av
erage small farmer for the feeding
of hogs and other livestock. There
never to my knowledge sn acre of
potatoes grown in this province with
the idea of feeding livestock. but
it is onlv when there is no market
or when the crop for some reason
is unsalable. that we consent to use
them for feed, We at present dis-
pose of even the seconds, and only
the small culls are used for feed,
and these would in most cases re=
present only about one-twentieth of
the crop, or less. -

Now there is no one more fully
aware of the many things the
Boards of Trade are doing to assist
agriculture, but I do feel that we
need a closer co-operation between
them and the Federation of Asri-
culture, and not have a_ repetition
of this lack of unity. I also feel
that the resolution, as worded,
sll}guld. be withheld at the present
time

I am convinced that there is
much work wiich could be carried
on by women in civilian services to
release men for the forces o/ in-
dustry. Within each city or area,
bureaux could be set up for the
supplying of women to fill vacan-
cles.” Department stores, bakerics
and dairies could release young inen
if women would take over delivery
youtes. Male post office workers and
mail carriers could be released if
women were available. Street car
conductors and bus drivers might
be replaced by women, and you will
think of many other duties which
women could perform as well as
men. Many young married women
could work for a few hours a day
if their children were minded at a
creche or play centre, Here is where
older women’s help might be val-
uable.

If you will co-operate, plans can
be njmde to get local bureaux in np-
eration, so that as recruiting con-
tinues we women will he ready to
take over and help to carry on. In-
terested women, please write to
Mrs. D, W. Nielsen, M. P., House
of Commons, Oftawa, (no postage
required), stating: Name; Address:

Fish Export
Possibilities

(Halifax Chronicle)

The Canadian Trade Commissions
er at Panama City reports that s
large potential market now exists
for dried and salt fish in the coun=
tries of the Caribbean, Unfortunate-
this opportunity for developing
our export market in fish comes at
a time when it is almost impossible
for our fishermen to take advantage
of the situation,

Temporary elimination of the
Scandinavian countries from the
has placed
increasingly greater responsibilities
upon Nova Scotia’s inshore fisher-
men, who produce the greater pro-
portion of this province's guota of
dried and salted fisn. Circumstances
which have created the present

acute fish shortage in the Caribbean 4

countries undoubtedly are the same
as those which have created. so great
a demand for Canadian dried, can=-
ned and salted fish in the United
Kingdom.

Norway, whose fishing fleet oper-
ated on an almost worldwide basis
before the German invasion,
been removed as the major source of
supply. 1t would be unwise and un-
just for us to attempt to exploit the
South and Central American mark-
ets until it is certain that we can
meet adequately the fish require-
ments of Britain,

The Trade Commissioner’s report,
however, suggests what might well
be developed as an export market
for canned and dried fish after the
war, With the restoration of normal
or near normal conditions for Nor-
wegian fishermen, Norway's prox-
imity to Britain will make for stiff
competition for any Canadian pro-
duced fish which may still reach the
British market. Canada, on the
other hand, is much nearer to the
Caribbean countries and to South
America than is Norway. Any steps
which may be taken to interest can-
sumers in these areas in the im=
portation of Canadian dried

after the war should certainly prove’

beneficial to Nova Scotia fishermen.

But extreme care should be exer-
cised by Canadian Trade Commis-
sioners to avoid creating the im-
pression that dried and canned fish
in any quantities will be available
for export in the near future Undue
enthusiasm of this sort might very
easily destroy whatever potential
market actually exists for trade
after the war.

St. Pierfe-Miquelon

(Sydney Post-Record)

A recent dispatch from Washing-
ton indicates that the United States
Government will not continue to
press its objection to the adminis-
tration of St. Plerre and Miquelon
by the Free French authoritics.
Speaking at a press conference last
Friday, Mr. Sumner Welles, Under-
Secretary of State, sald that in his
judgment the Act of Havana, as
proclaimed previously by President
Roosevelt, did not apply to those
French possessions,

At this view conflicts directly with
the protest issued by Secretary of
State Cordell Hull at the time of
the Free French coup, the question
now arises whether these two mem-
bers of the Roosevelt regime have
differed on the question all along,
or whether the statement just made
by Mr. Welles reflects a change of
policy at Washington, involving ol-
ficial acceptance of the Free
French occupancy of St. Pierre and
Miquelon as a “fait accompli” which
it would be unwise to interfere with
any further. The conclusion of the
deliberaticns of the Pan-American
Conference, and the prospect of an
impending breaking off of relations
between Vichy and Washington may
account for this apparent change of
attitude.

But whatever the reasons for this
change may be, it will be very gen-
erally welcomed, because it termin-
ates a situation which implied a re-
flection on the good faith of the
leaders of the Free French move=
ment, and which never found favor
anywhere outside official circles at
‘Washington. Cordell Hull's protest
