LIMOGES, France, September 14—
On a train  loaded with - wounded,
which passed  here today, was a
young French officer, Albert Palaphy,
whose unusual bravery ~ on the field
of battle won for him the legion of
honor. As a simple corporal of the
tenth dragoons at the beginning of
the war Palaphy took part in the re-
cent violent combat with the Germ-
ans, In the thick of the battle thg
corporal, finding his colonel wounded
and helpless, rushed to his aid. Pal-
aphy hoisted the injured muan upon
his shoulders and under a ruin of
machine gun butlets carried the colo-
nel safely to the French lines. That
same day Pulaphy was promoted to
be a sergéant,

Shortly afterwards, altho wounded,
he distinguished himself in another
aflair leading a charge of his squad
against  the Baden guards, whose
standard he himself captured. Wound-
ed by a ball which had ploughed
through the lower part of his ston-
ach and covered with lance thrusts
he was removed from the bhattlefield
during the night and learned that he
had been promoted to be a suu-
lientenant  and nominated chevalier
in the legion of honor.

Malthusian Doctrine Adheres to Theory
That Conflict is Necessary

POPULATION ON SMALL AREA'

Threatens to Outrun_Larder if
Kept Down by Some Means

Not

Malthus Nineteenth Century econ-
omist, predicted that in time the
growth of the peoples of Europe would
be so great it would surpass the abil-
ity of the earth to give food; demand
would exceed supply. Then, he said,
Starvation would ensue. All, of course,
unless the growth was checked. Such
checks, he predicted, would come with
wars and pestilences. His prophecy
has become known as the Malthusian
Doctrine,

Since time was, the peoples of the
earth, when they have grown so great
in numbers as to crowd one another,'
have been wasted by calamities—
scourges, pestilences, wars: That, un-
doubtedly will be the fate of Hurope
again, as a result of the present war
of the nations.

All Europe has a vast and growing
population on a small area. The peo-
ples elhow one another; the struggle
for existence is intense. And now
romes the greatest war in the world’s
history, "

Germany has every available man
in its armies; only old men and boys
remain behind. France, too, has im-
pressed all its men for the war. Eng-
land is planning to send a half mil-
lion to the Continent every three
months, Russia, vastest of all in pop-
ulation, is sending its countless hordes
to do battle and die. Belgium has put
its workmen, its artisans, its truck
gardeners under arms—and many, al-
ready, underground. Italy is rushing
all its men to the front and may be
dragged into the conflict. Austria
has impressed every man available to
bear arms. In all BEurope, the hus-
bandmen, the workers, the producers,
have gone to war or are bound to go
eventually.

IN OVERCROWDED EUROPE.

And Europe, with its big population,
is crowding itself. now. None of ifs
interminable calamities have visited it
for years. One is overdue. Is it the
present war?

So great is the population today that
land holdings of the size common in
even the thickly settled eastern states
of America are unknown in Europe.

Germany with & growing population
of 68 million is thrice the size of Mis-
souri; Belgium, about equal to Mary-
land in size, has more than 7 million.

Or again, how well would a garden-
er get adong on 2 1-2 acres? Would
er get along on 2 1-2 acres? Would
least five or six, paying taxes yearly
equivalert to what he would have to
pay in America on 20 acres of valuable
laind—ull out of the praceeds from the

sale of truck raised on that
two and  onehalf acres? Yet
tiie Belgiun truck gardener does

it—and his wife works in the field side
by side with him and the faithful dogs

The growth of Evench population
was checked by the Franco-Prussian
war 1n 1871, when the flower of the
f'recch yoith died in hospital or on
the battiefield. And the Napoleonic
wars, & short time picviously, also had
cut down the French Yet Franron
mest backward in growth of population
aniong the European countries sap-
ports 38 millions in a country somne-
what less thon three times the size of
Missouri.

And what of England? Why, Eng-
land, Ireland, Scotland and Wales, with
an area of somewhat less than twice
that of Missouri, support a population
of 47 millions.

Once again all Burope has attamed
a great growth. And once again comes
calamity to cut down the peoples—a
blind reaper slashing here and there in
the standing harvest. For Europe has
had vast populations before, and al-
ways something has intervened to
decimate it.

THINNED OUT BY WARS.

The Black Plague of the Middle
Ages; the Crusades; the Thirty Years’
War; the Napoleonic Wars; the Wars
of the Succession; internal strifes in
every country; - the Franco-Prussian
War-—all played their part in keeping
the land from becoming too crowded.

With every war went famine and
pestilence.
The Crusades sent wave after wave

of young men into the death trap of
the east; the Black Plague wasted
every nation; the War of Succession
raged from the Baltic to the Mediter-
canean, with death stalking in their
wake; the Thirty Years’ War cut down
the population of Germany by half and
turned a:fair country into the home
of wolves and vandits: the Napoleonie
Wars reduced a masculine stature in
I'rance a foot, stripped France of its
young men and did the same for the
nations that opposed the Little Cor-
poral; the Franco-Prussian ‘War
capped the job for France. In Eng-
land the Civil Wars of the Roses, of
the Stuarts, of Roundhead and Cav-
alier prevented the people from crowd-
ing one another into the sea.

Will there be room for growth in
Burope at its conclusion?

BE REALIZED?

Monk’s Forecast Made in 1640 Has
Been Fulfilled in Part

MONTREAL, Sept. 14.—Senator Da-
vid, city clerk of Montreal, recalled
to mind at the City Hall this morning
a remarkable prophecy made in 1640
by a German monk named Hermann,
which German as well French papers
have repeatedly published since the
Franco-Prussian war of 1870-71.

When he was interested in a local
French newspaper during the time or
the war as a result of which Alsace
and Lorraime were lost to France, the
Senator published the prophecy in his
paper. In short it was that France
and Germany would meet in a tre-
mendous struggle early in the seven-
ties (the prophesy was made in 1640).
The monk further prophesied that
France would be defeated; and that
Paris would be besieged. The war
would also mark the birth of a united
Germany, and this as events showed,
proved to be exactly the case.

In the subsequent course of his pro-
phecy, the monk Hermann, after hav-
ing reviewed political and economi-
cal conditions in Kurope, declared
| that France and Germany would again
meet in a terrific struggle, in which
many of thg other nations of Europe
would participate., It was prophesied
that hundreds of thousands of lives
would be lost, and that France would
be devastated by the war.

Paris would not again be bombarded,
but would be set on fire, the monk
said, after which the French people
would rise up and annihilate their foes.
The end of the war would see the dis-
integration of the Germanic Empire,
the banishment of the Emperor Wil-
helm, who would be the last of the
Hohenzollerns to sit upon the throne
and the establishment of a peace to
which practically all the nations of
Europe would be signatories.

The Senator declared that last year
he read in a French newspaper pub-
lished in Paris that the German peo-
ple were exceedingly superstitious re-
garding the Hermann prophesy and
that even the Emperor, though ready
for war at that time, feared to court
a realization of the monk’s prophetic
vision.

The monk said that the second strug-
gle between TIrance and Germany
would occur forty-three years after
the first war. Forty-three added to
1870 is 1913 but, and Senator David
smiled, forty-three added to 1871, the
_year_the_ I'ranco-Prussian war end-
ed, is 1914,

70,000; Canadian first and second con-
tingents, 40,000; Australians, 20,00);
and New Zealand, 10,000—making a
total of 1,854,000 men,

This tremendous enrolment for a
country which normally has only a
small professional army has thrown
light upon the Government's views
regarding the duration of the war, or,
at least, upon its determimation to
meet all possibilities.

A casualty list published last night
brings the army’'s losses to nearly
19,000 men, exclusive of the past
three days’ fighting, Yet this big toll
froms the small army seems in nowise
to depress the country,

Shot by Germans in a Ucigian Village.
Women’s Story of the Murder.
