NEW YORK, Sept. 9—A movement
has been launched by the recently
formed Raw Fur Merchants’ Associa-
tion of New York, Incorporated, and
the Board of Trade of the Fur Industry
to hold raw auctions in this city in-
stead of Londcn. O. Godfrey Becker,
of Becker Bros. & Co., President of the
Raw Fur Merchants’ Association is-
sued a statement in which he peinted
out the advantages to be gained by the
substitution of the local for the for-
eign market. : The movement, he ad-
ded, has the unanimous support of
the local fur interest and indications
alone point to its success.

A correspondent
turncd out to be a ver
lision occurred in the St. Peter's Road,
a short distance from Chariottetown,
on Turdday night. Two young men,
John MacCallum and Henry Mac-
(Callum, brothers, were returning ho:
from Charlottetown to Dunstaffnage
about 11 p.m., driving quietly along,
when they saw dim lights ahead, but

‘Idid not think they were those of an

automobile, on account of their faint-
ness. Immediately after seeing them,
before they could do anything to save
themselves the machine struck them.
One of the men was hurled through
the air and landed on top of some of
the occupants of the automobile. The
other was thrown some distance away.
By a miracle they both escaped with
very slight injuries, but the horse was
s0 badly injured that he had to be
killed. The carriage was a total ack.
The motor car which caused this acci-
dent is No. 42. At the time of the
acident the headlights were turned
off, the car was running over-speed,
aud, worse than that, was ruuning on
the wrong side of the road.

The owner of car No. 42, on being
questioned by a Guardian reportier con-
cernhing the acident, made the follow-
ing statement: My car had threc
lights burning at the time, one head-
light and two oil lamps, and anycne
who was loking out would have known
from thie number of liglkis that it was

an automobile approaching, No othoz"
vehicle uses as many lights. I was nn'
my side of the road, the left-hand sid
coming in, and the accident occurred
on that side of the road. I was driving
unusualily carefully at the time as one
of my headlamps refused to burn, and
there was only one headlight burning.”

The automobile, which contained
four passengers at the time, it may be
mentioned also suffered in the col-
lision, being considerably battered in
front.
