Bennie Mathieson and Harry
Poulton staged a real slugfest in
the less than four rounds the
fight lasted with Poulton winning
bty a technical knockout in the
fourth after the game Matheson
1ad been on the floor four times
only to come back up and pile in-
to his opponent with rights and |
lefts. But when the end came
Matheson was in no condition to
continue after Poulton had open-
¢d up a long cut over his left eye.

In the curtain raiser Keith Mc-
Kinnon and Young Bowlev went
three rounds to a draw, the two
youngsters giving a good exhibit-
fon in cach and every heat.

Roger Whynott, Dominion miadle-
weight poxing champion fought to
a savage ter-round draw in the
main event of the boxing card
staged at the Forum last night.
Whynott's tizie was not at stake,
McCloskey coming in at 161 lbs.
Ivlzth the champion weighing 152

The decision was not a popular
one wita the crowd as one judge
voted for McCloskey, one called it
even and referee Kid O'Neill
ramed 1t a draw.

The biggest crowd to attend a
boxing show here in years saw the
two smart ringmen hit each other
liard and often in the ten heats
with neither going down. At the
end Whynott had a badly gashed
lip and McCloskey’s right eye was
puffed oadly.

But it was a rugged fight all
the way through. In the opening
round, contept to feel each other
ouat, action speeded up towards the
end as McCloskey came through
with a couple of smashing lefts
and Whynott a right to the jaw
that shook each other up, but at
the end Whynott was wild with
several hard right hands.

Continually forcing the pace
McCloskzy, after landing a couple
