OTTAWA, June 15—(CP)—For-
mer Prime Minister Bennett, who
was made a Viscount in the King's
birthday honors list, has express-
ed his intention of living in Eng-
land for the remainder of his life.

Prime Minister Mackenzie King
gave this information to the House
of Commons Saturday in replying
to a question from M. J. Coldwell,
acting House leader of the C.C.F.

arty.
er. Coldwell asked if the Cana-
dian Government’s approval or
opinion had been sought on the
award to the former Prime Minis-
ter which was announced last
Thursday.

The Prime Minister read the
resolution passed in the Commons
in 1919, asking the King to re-
frain from conferring titles on his
subjects domiciled or ordinarily
resident in Canada. He observed
that at the same time the sugges-
tion was made that the titles
“right honorable” and “honorable”
be discontinued but that sugges-
tion had not been approved.

He said Prime Minister Churchill
had advised him of the intention
to recommend the appointment of
the former Canadian Prime Min-
ister to the House of Lords, and
had asked if Mr. King had any
chservations to make.

The British Prime Minister drew
Mr. King's attention to the fact
that “Mr. Bennett had been a re-
sident of the United Kingdom for
some time, had permanently es-
tablished himself in England and
dld not consider himself a resi-
dent of Canada,” the Prime Min-
ister said.

Thus, in the opinion of Mr,
Churchill’s advisers, any recom-
mendation by him for a title for
. Bennett, engaged In work in
the British alr ministry, would not
fall within the terms of the reso-
lution of 1919.

“It was added,” said Mr. King,

“that Mr. Bennett had expressed
his intention both in Canada_and
in Great Britain to live in -
land for the remainder of his life
and therefore he could now right-
ly be regarded as falling outside
the terms of the resolution as re-
gards honors and as a person who
could properly be recommended
or the award of an honor in
Great Britain,
“In replying to the Prime Min-
ister 1 said I had no observations
to make on what he had in mind
but I added that I was sure that
Mr. Bennett's own statement
would be P as a P
answer to any question arising out
of the resolution of the Canadian
House of Commons of 1919 as to
whether or not he is to be re-
garded as domiciled or ordinarily
resident in Canada.
