To Seminarists

VATIOAN CITY, Dec. 26 —(AP)
— Pope Plus, continuing his stren-
uous four-day program that her-
alded and began the Roman Cath+
olic Church's 1960 Jubllee, today
received 10,000 seminarists and led
them in a. visit to St. Peter's Bas-
lca.

Meanwhile, in Italy, as through-
out the world, Catholic organiza-
tions put into action the Pope's
oxpressed hope that “all men” be
prought to the Catholic church
during its holy year “of the great
return and the great pardon.”

At St. Peter's great square,
thousands of Romans ‘gathered un-
der a brilliant sun. They were held
back, however, from the Basilica
juring the hour in which the
pope made his visit. Admittance
At this time was limited to semin-
arists and pigrims from other
sountries and other parts of Italy.
The Basilica wes crowded when
the pontiff, wearing a white-erm-
ined red velvet cape and mozette
a short cape and hood), was
prought in his portahble chair from
his Vatican apartment, down the
royal staircate and to the holy
door.

Here he was met by the Basil-
ica's archpriest, Federico Cardinal
Tedeschini.

The pontiff descended from his
‘hair and threw the hood from his
head, on which he wore a white
gull cap. He then entered the
holy door on foot and walked up
e central aisle of the basilica,
Then the long line of seminarists,
ome of them wearing colorful
robes, fell in behind him and be-
zan filing through the holy door.

At the altar of the sacrament,
where the Fucharist was exposed,
(e Pope knelt and prayed brief-
\v. Then he rose and proceeded to
vhe great altar of the confession,
shere he agaln prayed. The Pope
|hen passed to the Veronica Pog-
sia, near the confession altar,
where were exposed a plece of the
cross upon which Christ was cru-
-ified, the spear that the Roman
wldier thrust through Christ’s side
and the vell of Veroniea with the
imprint of Christ’s face. Here the
Pope kneeled, removed his skull
~ap and prayed.

’i)'he Po!:e then returned to the
altar of the confession, where he
zave his apostolic benediction.

Then, again in his portable
chair, he was carried down the
center aisle amid cheers of “Viva
| Papa” to the chapel o!. the
pieta, where 'is Michelangelo's fa-
mous statue of the Virgin Mary
and the dead Christ. Here the
Pope descended from his chair
and entered the private elevator
that takes him to his apartment.

The pontiff, who has been bus-
Iy engaged during the last four
days, was expected to rest for the
-emainder of today.

Claimant To
Disputed Title
Of Heroine Dies

CHICOUTIMI, Que, Dec, 26—
(CP)—Eva Bouchard, 64, who
claimed to have been the beauti-
ful heroine of “Maria Chapdelaine”
Louis Hemon's famed novel of
g‘rench Canada, died here Satur-

ay.

Although there was some dis-
pute about her claim, she operat-
ed for 30 years a Louis Hemon
museum at nearby Peribonca
where she sold postcards and cop-
les of the unhappy French nove-
list's book to tourists. For them
she would gladly inscribe “Maria
Chapdelaine” on the flyleaf.

Pale and sunken of cheek, the
woman who said she was once
the primitively beautiful habitant
girl Hemon wrote about 40 years
ago, closed up her museum for the
season three weeks ago. Shortly
afterwards she became ill for the
last time.

Eva was a 2l-year-old school-
teacher when Hemon came to the
Saguenny country from his native
Britanny. He worked for nine
months on  her brother-in-taw’s
farm gathering material for his
story of Quebec frontier life and
the heart-broken girl whose lum-
berjack lover died in a storm,

Hemon himself never knew suc-
cess. He was killed by a trailn in
Northern Ontario before his no-
vel began to sell by the thous-
ands.

Even the Peribonca people he
had immortalized claimed he had
laughed at them and his statue,
erected by appreciative Quebec
readers, was thrown into the river.

But as the book sold, Eva’s
fame grew, A Quebec lecturer
wrote that she was the original

Maria, the belle of the backwoods
country,

Eva recalled that the author
had paid some attention to her
while he worked on the farm—"I

noticed he looked at me with
tender eyes.”
Literary researchers, however,

found another ‘Peribonca girl who
had a claim, at least as convincing
as KEva's, for being Maria, and
the lecturer admitted he had made
a mistake,

But the schoolteacher’'s fame
was established in the region and
she set up her museum. Hemon's
statue was fished out of the river
and placed outside her house and
the place became a mecca for
tourists interested in Canadiana.

DISCOVER NEW MOUNTAIN

WASHINGTON, Dec. 26 —(AP)
—Discovery of a new mountain
has been annocunced by the gov--
ernment.

Einstein Has
New Theory
On Gravitation

By Alton L. Blakeslee

NEW YORK, Dec. 26 —(AP) —
A'bert Einstein after a lifetime of
work has made a great discovery
it was announced today.

His discovery is a theory which
he believes explains what gravitat-
fon is. Gravitation has been one
of the greatest scientific myster-
ies. It is gravity which zeeps
humans from floating off the
earth. It is gravity which keeps
the earth and other planets
spinning always in the same-paths
around the sun.

Einstein’s new theory tries to
explain all the basic physical laws
in terms of gravitation. It is an
attempt to describe, in one Jaw,
everything that goes on every-
where from the inside of one tiny
atem to the limits of the universe.
He has been trying to do this for
30 years.

If Hinstein is right, it may be a
key to understanding the universe.

Eimstein calls it a new ‘gener-
alized theory of gravitation,” and
says it is an extension of his fam-
ous theory of relativity. It will
form a new chapter in his revised
book, “The Meaning Of Relativ-
ity”, to be published in February
by Princeton University Press.

Like relativity, the new theory
{s expressed in involved mathe-
matics. The heart or meat of the
explanation of gravity is  four
equatiomns, given in letters or
symbols, not numbers.

The theory was announced by
Princeton University Press at a
press conference at the opening of
the annual mecting of the Amer-
ican Association for the Advance-
ment of Science.

There was no explanation of
what Einstein's symbols and let-
ters mean. Einstein was not pres-
emt, and a university spokesman
said no physicists were yet willing
to try to talk publicly about the
new theory.

The equations use two mathe-
matical expressions for gravity.
Whether this means there aretwo
forms of gravity wasn't explained.

The theory still has to be put to
test, to see whether it covers all
the known laws or observations
about the way that matter and
energy and gravitation behave.

Einstein was quoted as saying
the theory 1is a “highly convin-
cing” extension of the general
theory of relativity, but that
there were still mathematical
preblems to be solved  before a
practical way is found to test it.

These tests may take years.
