The discussion aros:2 over the following
clause in the report of the Management
Commvittee:—*“That the board approves
of the system of vertical writing, allow-
ing, however, in the fourth and fifth
books, a freedom for the development of
individuality, but no compulsion as to
system; falso, that there should be a
uniform system of holding the pen insist-
ed on by the inspectors as well as a pro-
per position at the desk, and that in
teaching . writing in the schools the
teachers take pains to instruct the child-
ren to avoid having their writing slant-
ing to the left.” 1t was held that vertic-
al writing, as taught in some schools, was
neither legible, rapid nor practical, and
that it was not adapted for business pur-
poses. The recommendation was finally
adopted by a close vote. :
