Bome interesting remarks were
made recently by B. Krug,
who directs the manufacture of
wooden articles for the Wartime
Prices and Trade Board, when he
was add: the Canadan Play-
things Manufacturers. Mr.
was wrging his hearers to forge
senseless competition and the con-
tinual duplication of articles in
their work, and he also drew atten-
tion to the fact that the making of
toys in Conada was one of the few
branches of industry which could
improve its position with the war
effort.

There seems no good reason why
Canada should not develop a thriv-
ing toy industry and keep it after
Uie war ends. Until recently the
best toys available here have been
made either in England or in the
U. 8. These were clearly superior
to the local products in design and

Almm.:s‘h there 15 &
large market for cheap toys of in-
ferior design and easily  broken,
many people demand playthings
which are pleasing in appearance
and sturdlly made. The develop-
ment of good taste beging em
life, and a toy which has qualities
of good design und whica can be
played with for a year or more, is
certainly preferable to a successfon
of trashy toys which soon break
and which are unsatisfactory be-
cause they only amuse for a few
days.

Canada can make these superior
toys as well as any coun in the
world, and if she can make them
Jjust a little better she will soon
develop a profilable minor indus-
try. As Mr. King points out, toys
do not interfere with the war effort
and if manufacturers seize {heir
opporunity they may soon make
Canadian toys as highly esteemed
as were formerly those of England,
