“As a man gets on in years and

the snap of youth leaves his mus-
cles he finds it harder to make
the carries he formerly did, and
of course, this is certain to be
more apparent when the shaft he
is using is in any way defective.
With the club head turning, al-
though ever so slightly, at the
moment of impact, the ball is la-
ble to do any one of several
things it should’t and cne of
these is a tendency to keep close
to the ground.
With the steel shaft, the hall
gets away and rises quickly. The
thin, and at the same time, power-
ful shaft, offers less wind resis-
tance, another help, except to the
man a slave to the fault of rush-
ing' his back swing. But in . my
opinion the time is rapidly ap-
proaching when golfers of advan-
ced years wil 1find a true friend
in the steel shaft,

Any one who has ever given the
matter a thought will agree that
dogmatic teaching in golf is all
