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- On Lookout For

New Flu Virus

WASHINGTON, Sept 28 —(AP)
~—The United Nations Health Or-
ganitation Is setting up lookout
posts throughout the world to
check for new strains of influenza
virus,

The idea behind it, Dr. Charles
Armstrong, chief of the Infectious
Diseases Division of the United
States Public Health Service, sald
today, is this:

Investigators hope that if they
can find and isolate strains that
are different from the various
known strains of influenza “A” and

porate such new strains into ex-
isting vaccines in time to prevent
any world-wide spread such as
occurred in 1918,

(It has -never been determined
what strain, or strains of virus
caused the great world-wide epi-

demic of 1p18.)

Anmstrong told the opening
session of the District of Col-
umbla Medica] Soclety's 16th an-
nual scientific assembly:

“This hope (of fortifying exist-
ing vaccine sufficiently Quickly
with any such new strains) seems
futile. However, the plan should
facilitate the acquisition of know-
ledge concerning the antigenic
(immunity-inducing) character ot
influenga  strains from various
parts of the world and possibly
facilitate the finding of strains
possessing a mwide antigenic cov-
erage, and, therefore, especially
desirable for inclusion in stock
vaccines.”

In China, correspondents must
depend for the bulk of their war
reports on information so slated
and biased that the degree of
truth is a constant question.

Without doubt, there is less
first-hand reporting of the war
in China than of any conflict of
modern times., The very nature
of the fighting — filled with
guerrilla actions, sudden thrusts
and quick fadeouts — is partly
responsible.

Despite a large information office
and a special information section
of the defence ministry headed
by a lieutenant-general, the Chinese
government discourages first-hand,
unbiased reporting of the war.
The Communists’ “iron curtain”
is even more effective,

The result of this policy is that
war coverage depends on official
“news release.” These handouts
usually contain more propaganda
than fact, and Chinese newspaper

reports are sharply controlled.

Specialist Tells
How To Burp Baby

WASHINGTON, Sept 28 —(AP)

A ‘Washington. baby specialist
gave this advice to mothers today.

Dr. Willam F. Burdick, of
Georgetown University School of
Medicine, sald the common prac-
tice of “burping” the haby —that
is, trying to make him beloh at
intervals during and after his feed-
ings —might be a cause of “spit-
ting up” and vomitting in some
babies. ¢
