“It i1s not sufficient that she be
willing to seek and to act upon
advice when given, for frequently
there is not sufficient time to look
for advice. She must sometimés
act quickly and intelligently on ‘a
moment's notice. You are familiar
with the fundamental moral prin-
ciples, and you are fully aware of
the seriousness of a matter wheére
the difference between knowl
and ignorance on your part may
mean the difference betwéen the
physical or spiritual life and death
of your patient.
