Atlantic Pact Talks
ResumeAtWashington

WASHINGTON, Dec, 10 — (AP)
— Canada, the United States and
the key countries of Western
Burope today resumed negotia-
tions for a North Atlantic region-
al security pact. The purpose: to
strengthen the defences of the
western world against any future
Russian aggression.

The talks which began todey are
expected to last at least two
weeks, State Department officails
hope that the projected treaty
may be put into final form for
presentation to Congress around
March 1.

PARIS, Dec. 10 —(CP) —The
United Nations tonight adopted the
first world declaration of human
rights proclaiming freedorn and
equality for everyone.

The document was approved over
Russian opposition after Russia had
accused Britain, the United States
and France of setting the stage for
the Second World War.

The vote in the 58-country Gen-
eral Assembly was 48 to 0 with
eight abstentions, Canada voted for
the declaration after Hon, L. B.
Pearson, Canadian External Affairs

The
first lot were three per cent
debentures, dated Dec, 15, 1948, and
maturing Dec. 15, 1956; the second
were 3 1-4 per cent debentures dat-
ed Dec. 15, 1948, and maturing Dec.

The bonds were sold for the pur-
pose of retiring other debentures
soon due and to provide for recent
and proposed expenditures of the
Public Works department.
