LONDON, August 29— Premier
Borden handed out this official
statement today with regard to the
question which he had been discus-
sing with the imperial authorities:—

“‘During our present visit, which
is now drawing to a close, matters of
considerable moment have been un-
der sconsideration. The opportuni-

jties afforded to the Canadian rinis-

ters of being present at the commit-
tee have been fruitful in valuable in-
formation upon matters considered
and determined by that committee.

‘““Among the most imvortant ob-
Jects of our visit was the desire to
obtain information respecting  the
conditions of naval defense afiecting
the empire. The stress of the
present session of parliament now

adjourned and other unavoidable
canses prevented us from receiving
full information in its final form, but
we expect it to reach us very short-
ly after our return to Canada with
no unn=cessary delay. It will - then
l-etcuusidered by the Canadian cabi-
net.

LARGE CROPS IN
SASMATCHEWAN.

ROSETOWN, Sask., August 29—
The crop is overwhelmingly large in
this district and at the, ten different
points where stops were made by the
Saskatopon business men’s excursion
yesterday, the harvest was generally
under way. Last year's experience
all along &he tine in not being able
to get the crops moving, has created
a general doubt regarding the ability
ofi the the railroad line which
traverses the greater part -of this
productive district to produce facil-
ities for handling the increasing
yield of this year. Just at the mo-
ment the labor supply is adequate,
but more help will he needed hy the
end of the week when the flax har-
vest will be general. The yield of
a'l kinds of grain is heavy, especial-
ly wheat and flax. Last year the
productions of all grades of - grain
along the Goose Liake branch of the
C. N. R. amounted to sixteen million
bushels, It is estimated that this
season's ontput will- he fully fifty
per cent, greater thap in 1911.
