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AWAKE THOU THAT SLEEPEST!

Nothing is so palpably evident to
the casual observer, as the fact that
the people of this Province are not
awake to the awful state of affairs
that prevails in Europe, consequent
on this fratricidal war. The apathy
of the people is appalling, when we
consider what would surely result if the
command of the sea should by some
unforeseen circumstance be wrested
from Great Britain. In a very few
days this fair Island would be overrun
by these murderous hordes, and we
would have a rude awakening, not
only to the destruction of our crops
and buildings, but to the worse con-
templation of the certain violation of
our women, the slaughter of our little
ones, and the indiscriminate destruc-
tion of our men. This is no fairy tale,
for if the Germans carried their fire
and sword through the fertile plains
of Belgium, and made of the place a
wilderness, if they treated the people

of that splendid country, who were

their next door neighbours, who were
allied to them in blood, as we have
the most unmistakable evidence that
they did treat them, how are we to
suppose they woulld deal with us, who
are of all people those whom they
hate the worst. The fate of Louvain,
of Malines, of Termonde and of Liege
would be mild in comparison with
what they would mete out to us.
Wanting food as they do in their own
kingdom, where would they get it
quicker than right here.

Now let us get down to business
and see just where we stand. Last
autumn the farmers of this Island
were asked to contribute 100,000
bushels of oats towards the feeding of
the horses that had gone from Canada,
and it was calculated that this would
last the Canadian horses for approxi-
mately twenty-one days. It is esti
mated that the crop of oats on this
Island last year was ten million
bushels (some people say six millions
and some say ten); the latter estimate
was got from the Agricultural Depart-
ment by the writer, but suppose we
say six millions, so as to be within
the safety line, the farmers barely
contributed only one bushel in every
one hundred bushels, that a bountiful
harvest had given them. And it must
be remembered that the remaining
ninety-nine bushels were bound to be
worth a great deal more per bushel,
very object for
which the oats were asked. This is a
sure sign that all the farmers do not
realise the awful position in which the
whole Empire stands at the present
moment, and they certainly do not
realise that if the Germans were in
occupation of the Island, then the
whole crop of oats would be confis:
cated, and’ they would have nothing
left, not even their lives, or their
homes, or families. Some people will
1sk, why write such a scare article;
this is no scare article at all, nor is it
ntended as such; it is only what has
happened to Belgium, to Poland and to
“astern France; it is the truth, it is
the cry in the wilderness, and the
sooner we heed it the better,
