John harbour, where it is
shipped, the rate is 23 cents. That
i8 for hauling :freight 231 miles,
the rate is a little over half of that
paid from Montreal to Fort Will-
fam, 1,087 miles.

We cannot send our
fish to the upper provinces, ex-
cept a very small part of them and
then we have the Fordney tariff to
contend with. We have to .sead our
fish from Nova Scotia and New
Brunswick chiefly to the New Eng-
land States. The amount that goes
to the Upper Provinces is only a
moiety of the fish caught around
our coast. Our potatoes are in the
same position as our grain. Our
grain does not go to the upper pro-
vinces, because we cannot compete
with the western grain, but we are
handicapped in our shipments to
Montreal or Newfoundland becanse
often oup freight has to be gent by
rall to Sydney in winter time, when
we are frozen up. !
