Since the outbreak of war until
December 31, 1941, the inspectors
of the Plant Protection Division
have examined 1,192 boats loaded
with grain and flour at seaboard
ports for Overseas, together with
tneir cargoes, of 212,713,412 bushels
of grain and 798,502 tons of flour,
with a total value of $213,682,233.
In addition, 308 grain boats loaded
at Fort William for winter storage
in the Great Lakes were inspect-
ed along with the cargoes of 58,
142,802 bushels of grain and 46,-
625 tons of flour, with a total value
of $42,280,118. Four hundred and
ninety-six of the sea-going boats
and 214 of the winter storage boats
required cleaning before loading.

The meaning of the word “in-
spection” as used in ordinary langu-
age is apt to be undervalued when
applied to inspection carried out by
the Plant Protection Division, for
the inspection of one boat alone is
no sinecure and entails a good deal
of careful work., Armed with a
flashlight, the inspector exam-
ines all cargo space ‘tween decks
and lower holds, paying particular
attention to- areas around pillars,
cracks in floors, sections of walls
with filling pieces, areas surround-
ing conveyor parts, and in the vic-
inity of gangways. He looks behind
and beneath anytning in the shape
of permanent dunnage, carefully
scrutinizing straw mats where they
2re used.
