demic of Infantile Paralysis dur-
ing the late summer and autumn
Not one authentic case was re-
ported in the whole province
though cases were prevalent in
both Nova Scotia and New Bruns-
wick.”

TENDER COMMITTEE REPORT

The following. report was read by
Coun. Dr. Charles Dougan, chair-
man of the Tender Committee:
To His Worship the Mayor

. and Councillors of the .

City of Charlottetown,
Your Worship, Gentlemen:

In view of the discussion both
verbal and through the press rel-
ative to the purchase of a truck
and pleugh by the City, I think it
would be advisable for me as !
chairman of the Tender Commit-
tee to give a brief outline of the
case from the start to the present

time,
| An emergency meeting of the

Council was called by the Mayor
| for 9 o'clock Thursday morning,
| Dec. 30, 1937, at the request of

Councillor Hennessey, chairman of
‘ the Street Committee.

Councillor Hennessey advised the
Council that he had been informed
that the City could not depend on
havinz the use of the Government
I'snew plough as in former years as
}the Govérnment had to keep the

1oads open for a distance of five
; miles outside the City and that the
| City would be well advised if they
| arranged for the purchase ‘of a
i suitable plough. .

As you are aware, our City fire
| department is now entirely molor-
 ized, and it is imperative that the
| streets are kept open and in con-
| dition for the use of the depart-
| ment whenever and wherever oc-
]casion demands. The citizens are
i certainly entitled " to the fullest
luc~sxble protection from fire, and
| the fact that our streets were in
such -condition with, snew that it
{ was impossible to move the appa-
lratus when it was needed, would
| certainly reflect on any Council
| which had allowed such a condi-
tion to develop.

At that time all the snow-
cleaning apparatus the City owned
was one very old, small tractor
rlough which was, and is, quite
unable to cope with conditions
which are very likely to occur ‘at
any time. The fact that we have
had no snow storm in the past
month to produce those conditions
is no excuse for not being ready
and able to handle such an emer-
gency when it does arise.

At the special meeting before
mentioned, the matter was dis-
cussed from various angles, and on
motion of Councillor Hennessey
Chairman of Streets, seconded by

Councillor McIntyre, member of
the Street Committee, the City
Clerk was instructed to call for

tenders for a three-ton truck and
pégéngh, tenders to close Jan. 4,

In calling for tenders for a com-
bination truck and plough consid-
Ieration was given to the fact that

at the present time the City does
not own a motor truck and has to
! depend on the hiring of such from
cutside parties whenever one fis
. needed. This in itself is a very
i considerable expense to the City
‘and the ownership of such a truck
by the City will effect a very con-
| siderable saving every year.

i As a result of these instructions
the City Clerk called for tenders
for a combination truck and plough
and four tenders were received. -

These tenders were opened by
the chairman of the Tender Com-
mittee in the presence of the Ten-
der Committee, and the Street
Committee. After a long and full
discussion by the Street and Ten-
der Committees it was decided to
purchase a Fargo truck and the
chairman of the Tender Commit-
tee was to move a resolution to
that effect in full Council, which
I did, and which Coun. Hennes-
sey, chairman of the Street Com-
mittee seconded.

The truck has not as yet been
delivered but it is expected to ar-
rive about the first of the month
and I agm quite sure that it wil
prove very satisfactory.

This brief report will, T hope,

answer at least some of the ques-
| tionis which are being asked around
the City’ as to who bought the
plough, and why it was bought.

Farm Notes)

dured”. Many will a sociate it with
the age-old festival ¢f Candlemas.
To others it is the month of hope
tecause each day is ge.ting v'shiy
longer and brings with it those su-
perb unrices and sun-ets—one of
the signs that spring is on its way.
The groundhoz  wakes, stretches,
probably yawrs and has a good
cratch! then peeps at the worid.
Anc her harbinger of gprinz.

In the middle of the month comes
the fostival of E€a'nt Valent'ne,
which has, for ages, been associated
with the mating of young thin-s,
Geof’rey Chaucer wrote in his
qua’nt old English five centuries

ago:

“Leint Valentyne! to you i re-
novele (renew)

My_woful Iyf, 2s I can, compley-
ninge;

ay doth ech foul chese
make.”(doih - each bird
chose his mate.)

Yet another kind of mating (and
doublless infinitely more " interest-
ing!) is ruggested in Shakespeare’s
“Hamlet":—

“Tomorrow is St. Valentines' day,
All in the morn'ng bet'me,

And T a mald at your window,
To be your Valentine.”

The plant kingdom too is aware
of the approach of spring. The tree.
sap is again performing the miracle
of rising against the force of gra-
vity. The flirtatious willows are
flaunting their finery of green,
vellow and red in anticipation of
their mat'ng in a few week’s time,
when the catkin: or pussy’ willows
will proclaim themselves as man
and maid.

In the wooeds the silence is ab-
solute; perhans the calm before the
storm of March winds! Not a whi~.
per moves from the trees, FEach
evergreen-leaf is shining with a
fender mystical radiance, and the
black boughs are pierced with
beams of sclar glory—perhaps the
spotlights of Nature's stage set for
the gambols of frolicsome s;lphs
and oreads.

In this majesty of solitude, that
seems  to make life so gentle and
sane, when the air js cleaner and
incredibly sweeer than any that
hae ever bHeen breathed; the plant-
lover will pursue his study of the
spruces, of'.n  the rubjects of
Christmas adornment and adora-
tion, but alas! so soon d2secrated
and flung into the yard to languish
naked and woe-begone.

The distinguihing mark of spruce
trees is the wecody protection upon
which each leaf is set, hence the
twigs are alway: roughened, while
those of the fir(which resembles
the “pruce) are smooth because the
leaf-scars are level wity the bark.
Four-angled, sharp pointed leaveg
distinguish most spruces; they are
arranecd go'rally around the rhoot;
rot two-ranked as fir leaves are,
Spruce coneg are always pendent;
they mature in one ycar. Fir cones
stand. erect.,

Spruce timber is in ereat de-
mand for pulpweod, mostly beeouse
of it I'~ht co'our and frecdom from
resin. Pelng tacteless, it's wood is
vsed for frod containers, and it en-
ters into the construction of many
other artic'es. In Sturtevant’s
“Notes on Fdible Plants” it is sald
that great auant'ti®s of spruce bheer
are made fram the new shoots of
the black snruce.

Crippled Children’s Camp

“You will remember at the last
annua. meeting reference was made
to the esiablishment of a Crippled
Chlldren's Camp, This Camp, de-
talls of which will be given you to-
night, was again held this year.
The eyes of Red Cross in Cahada
are on this experiment which we are
making in the hold.ng of this
Camp, At the meeting of Cen.ral
Council held ab 'Torontu last Sprag,
great interest was shown in it and
many questions asked concarniig it.
It is a hope, and a hope which I
trust will soon be realized, that we
will soon have sufficient funds io
erect, equip and maintain a Sun-
shine Camp during the summer
months for those less fortunate
than we—those whom we seck ana
start on the way to goosd healtn
but whose recovery would be greatly
hastened were the advantages of
such a camp aval'able.

“I am very happy to again re-
port an increase over the year 1936
of more than $150.00 in our contri-
butions, the Junlors themselves con-
tributing by dorations and sale of
calendars some $1437.00.

“Last year I reported that 91 per
cent of the schcol children of this
Province were Junior Cross
members. This year you will hear
a report showing that 94 per cent
of the school children are linked
up with this great organization,

“We are happy to have retained

DIET IN DISEASE 1

The health of the body cannot
be maintained without a properly
balan.ed diet. The lack of any
one of the food essentials from
the diet leads to the loss of health
and to actual disease.

If some part of the body has
become diseased, then, as part of
the treatment for the patient, a
diet should be used which will
not throw any extra strain upon
an already weakened or diseased
organ, thus facilitating the re~
covery of that organ.

The kidneys have the task of
ridding the body of much of its
waste material. In nephritls, or
Bright's Disease, the kidney is not
able to function properly. The

tment therefore  aims to re-
lieve the kidnef of as much of its
burden as possible.

There is no uiet which is suite
ed to all cases of kidney disease.
The proper diet in any individual
case depends upon the nature and
extent of the disease. People have
read that acld foods are harm-
ful, and they start to live on what
they think is a non-acid diet,
fithodt even knowing what are
the acid and what are the alkale
ine foods. ;s

As a matter of fact, a gm;
made up of an excess of alka'ine
foods Is actually harmful, and it
is certainly not the best diet for
damaged kidneys. There should be
a baanced diet, so that there is
no marked excess of either alkal=
ine or acld foods. A slight excess
of alkaline foods is generally de-
sirab'e,

try, fish, eggs and  the cereals,
A'kaline foods are the fruits and
vegetables. It IS a surprise 1o
many people that the citrus frui.s,
leave an alkaline ash after they
are used up in the body, and that
oysters leave an acld ash. Prac-
tically this means that the dict
should include a liberal amount ot
frults and vegetables.

There Is a real difference be«
tween a salt-free diet and a salt«
poor diet. In some cases of nephri«
tis, it Is necessary to cut down the
amount of salt used, be:ause the
kidney has difficu'ty In secreting
it, which leads to cedema, or
swelling. A salt-free diet requires
medical supervision. A salt-poor
diet can be secured through nol
adding salt to the food at table
ahd by avoiding salted fish, nuts
and other salted foods.

When diet s a part of the
treatment for any disease, it re-
quires just as careful prescribing
and supervision ‘as does any othel

art of the treatment. Diet Is cers
ainly not a cure-all, but it is of

importance in the treatment O
